Emergency Budget Council Meeting

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM with Anderson, Klein, Woodworth and Whiting present.  Broadwater was absent.

Discussion was held on the budget with Doug present to answer any questions regarding the police budget.  Mention was made by the Mayor of a letter, which he received, from Sheriff Gary Nelson commending the police department on their outstanding job during the Deli explosion.

The council agreed to raise the permit rates and the dog license fees as discussed.  (See enclosed sheet).

Further discussion was held regarding the inclusion of funds to pay the joint powers ambulance employee, separating the firemen’s relief fund from the fire department, etc.

A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Klein to accept the budget as now presented, levying for a general budget total of $134,595, and a bonded (wastewater) debt of $8,211.

Water, sewer and the liquor store wages will be decided at the September meeting.

A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Woodworth to adjourn at 8:50 PM.
