SEPTEMBER 9, 1991

Regular Council Meeting

The meeting was called to order by the Mayor at 7:00 PM with all council present plus Tom Myers-Independent.

A motion was made by Broadwater and seconded by Klein to appoint Doug Hoffman to finish the open council seat term.  Passed unanimously.  Hoffman was called to attend the meeting.

A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Klein to approve the August minutes.  Passed unanimously.

Discussion was held on the Diedrich property with a motion by Broadwater and seconded by Woodworth to offer to purchase the property for $5,000 if we receive an updated abstract, warranty deed and clear title if accepted within 30 days.  Passed unanimously.  At the end of 30 days, the offer will be dropped.  Doug Hoffman arrived and took the oath of office.

A motion was made by Broadwater and seconded by Woodworth to appoint Milan Thunee to the Planning and Zoning Committee if he will agree.  Passed unanimously.

Clayton Lewis had requested a streetlight to be placed mid-block by his home.  The council felt this was not necessary.  The south end to the city limits will be observed for the lack of adequate lighting.

Revision of the personnel policy was denied with a motion by Klein and seconded by Woodworth.  Passed unanimously.  Insulation of the backroom of the liquor store will be done with the liquor committee hiring someone for the job and Anderson looking for shelving.

An easement with Denny Charbonneau will be drawn up for the placement of the city hall gas barrel on his property.

A motion was made by Broadwater and seconded by Hoffman to grant Merlin Hollatz conditional use permit.  Passed unanimously.

A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Broadwater to grant Anderson’s variance permit.  Passed unanimously.

A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Hoffman to approve the building permit for Marvin Pooler of Showcase Homes.  Passed unanimously.

A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Broadwater to approve paying each member of the Planning and Zoning Committee $10 for each member attending a meeting or hearing.  Passed unanimously.  A meeting to discuss new zoning and shoreland ordinances will be held on September 23, 1991 at 7:00 PM.  Bob Huckle arrived.

A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Woodworth to start capital expenditure fund for each department that has monies left at the end of the calendar year.  Passed unanimously.

A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Hoffman to approve the bell tower of 15 sq. feet, 10-40 feet high requested by the First Lutheran Church.  Opposed by Woodworth.

A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Klein to purchase the van from Midwest Telephone at a cost of $1,200 and dispose of the street pickup.  Passed unanimously.

The August bills were approved as presented with a motion by Woodworth and seconded by Klein.  Passed unanimously.

A letter from Phil Smith regarding handicap ramps, parking and water problems at the High School was discussed.  The state engineer from DL MNDOT will be contacted.

Pete Kamphake will be notified that he has until the 30th of September to replace the water shutoffs at the Corner Bar and the cement house on N Otter or we will hire a contractor to do it.

The Soo Railroad will be contacted again regarding the easement for the watermain construction (Lief Thorson or Jim Kreiger).

Broadwater made mention that the Parkers Prairie Community Ambulance ran by the Joint Powers board is a reality as of 9-4-91 and Bob Huckle has been hired to operate the ambulance service.

Joanne Moske arrived to discuss the wages of the employees in the liquor store with the council.  Following discussion regarding pay equity, a motion was made by Broadwater and seconded by Woodworth to raise the salary of the manager $120 per month and raise all the part-time employees to $5.50 as of 1-1-92.  Passed unanimously.

A Resolution was passed that would require a $50 permit application fee of all owners of individual sewage disposal systems before they would install, alter, repair or extend any system.

A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Hoffman to adjourn at 9:15 PM.
