OCTOBER 14, 1991

Regular Council Meeting

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM by the Mayor with Woodworth and Klein present, Hoffman and Broadwater were absent.  Also present were Doug Whiting and Tom Myers-Independent.

A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Klein to approve the September minutes.  Passed unanimously.

After the last meeting, the council had checked out both Clayton Lewis’ home and the area south of town near David Gappa’s and agreed that lighting was adequate and would not require additional street lights.  Broadwater arrived at 7:10 PM.

Phil Smith was present to discuss the handicap ramps to be constructed at the school this week at a cost of approximately $850.00.  After further discussion, a motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Klein to approve the city paying 50% of the cost of installing two handicap ramps.  Passed unanimously.

Marvin Dahl arrived at 7:20 PM and explained the DARE program which is sponsored by BC Apprehension for the 5-6th graders to better handle street, peer pressure, family breakup, lack of money, etc.  Dahl requested the city’s permission to apply for a grant that would allow Doug Whiting to attend the schooling for two weeks and spend one hour per week for 17 weeks at the school teaching this program.  A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Broadwater to approve Doug’s involvement in the program if some grant money is available for some of the city’s costs.  Passed unanimously.

Whiting discussed different ideas as to scheduling changes within the police department.  Tom Henry arrived at 8:25 PM.  A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Klein to approve an increase of the part-time policeman to a total of 20 hours each week.  Doug will report back in November.  Passed unanimously.

Tom Henry, representing the township, asked for the council’s approval to allow Kingston to care for the roads from Cigelski’s since it seemed the gravel was being removed from the road by the city equipment.  The council agreed and the street committee will talk to Larry.

The Mike Doble fire call bill was discussed with the general consensus that the township should pay for the call since they had signed a contract stating they would cover all calls to their township.

Several complaints were voiced regarding lack of property upkeep.  Letters will be sent to Randy Block, Ronald Anderson (Diedrich house), John Mark Schmidt and the Madson Brothers.

The offer to the Diedrich’s for the purchase of their property was dropped for lack of interest at the present price.

A motion was made by Broadwater and seconded by Klein to approve the water and sewer budget for 1992 as presented.  Passed unanimously.  The Kamphake water shutoff at the cement house is now in.

A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Klein to approve the shutoff of water services 10 days after the bill was due.  A letter will be sent notifying the customer he has a final 10 days to make payment.

Whiting also discussed the “use of force” policy the county has in force.  Persons certified to carry a baton are allowed to.  Doug will get a copy of the agreement.

A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Klein to approve the Pipeline Permit agreement with the Soo Railroad at a cost of $800.  Passed unanimously.

A motion was made by Broadwater and seconded by Klein to approve the pulltab contract between Corner Bar and Multiple Sclerosis.  Passed unanimously.

A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Woodworth to approve requesting an hourly rate of $65.00 from MNDOT for snow equipment rental.

A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Broadwater to approve the September bills as presented plus a bill from MN Wanner Co for the purchase of two pumps for the fire department for $523.90.  Passed unanimously.

A state aid letter regarding cuts and the public hearing was discussed.

A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Klein to donate the Hollatz TV building to the PP Community Ambulance for an ambulance building with the stipulation the city would always be able to house the police car and department in the building at no cost.  Passed unanimously.

A motion was made by Broadwater and seconded by Klein to adjourn at 9:45 PM.
