Special Council Meeting

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM with all member present.

Broadwater discussed the repair of the Hollatz building fr the ambulance group.  Major expenses would be replacing the trusses on the back of the building.  He recommended cutting off the damaged end and will request estimate on approximate cost excluding truss replacement.  Hoffman requested an estimate also be gotten on the proce of tearing down the buiding and replacing it with a building similar to Gillespies.  The council agreed to leave the police department where it is now located and to use the city’s $5.000 expense (purchase price) as their initial dollar amount toward the repair of the building.  The council also agreed to offer the building only, exclusive of the back parking lot.  Broadwater will relay this to the ambulance group.

Woodworth presented some additions to the new zoning ordinances with regard to fences.  More work will be done before approval.

Woodworth has also done considerable work on the pay equity compliance program.  He had set up a point system for the employees and asked for help and approval from the council in adjusting the figures before sending in for compliance.  Broadwater left at 7:55 PM.
