NOVEMBER 18, 1991

Regular Council Meeting

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM with Broadwater absent.  Also present were John Chattin, Tom Myers-Independent, Ed Enmark, Dave Matheson and Kent Staples.

John Chatting and Tom Myers explained the Chamber of Commerce being set up (which would include Project Future, the commercial Club, the townships, farmers, businesses, etc) and to request a $1,000 donation from the city to help them get started since they will be hiring a part-time person.  They also asked to be included in the 1993 budget plans.  Tabled at this point.

Kent Staples was present to discuss his interest in purchasing the Gillespie building for a possibel Deli business with catering, game room, etc. and to ask the council for their input on the idea.  The council felt it could be a favorable business for the community.

A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Hoffman to approve the October minutes.  Passed unanimously.

Dave Matheson of Nibblers Inn spoke of his appreciation to Larry, Ed and Bob Huckle for their prompt snow removal on the highway.

Larro Hilgren representing the American Legion, has requested by letter that the Legion have first consideration in applying for a beer license for next year’s fall festival. Gary will contact the Jaycee’s before any decision is made.

City building rental fees were discussed.  After some discussion a motion was made by Klein and seconded by Hoffman to raise the rates as follows:

City residents

$25.00 minimum (4 hours) (no kitchen use)




$35.00 minimum (4 hours) (use of kitchen)




$20.00 deposit - $5.00 each additional hour

Non Residents

$37.50 minimum (4 hours) (no kitchen use)




$52.50 minimum (4 hours) (use of kitchen)




$20.00 deposit - $7.50 each additional hour

Passed unanimously.

A motion was made by Klein and seonded by Woodworth to approve 10 blocks of seal coating to be done by the county next spring.  Passed unanimously.

A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Hoffman to approve the new Senior Citizen’s agreement for 1992.  Passed unanimously.

A complaint has been received regarding the heating system of Ed Theusch’s.  Anderson will contact him regarding improvements to be made.

A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Klein to pay the October bills as presented.  Passed unanimously.  A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Hoffman to pay S & S Construction the sum of $1,040 for digging the Elevator water main.  The total cost of the water main will be presented at the December meeting and a decision will be made as to what cost the Elevator should be assessed.

A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Hoffman to post the minutes of each meeting on the city hall board.  Passed unanimously.

An ad will be published stating the street lights were installed by OTP rather than the city and the city did agree to have them replaced because of their 40% higher efficiency and 60% more light.

The public hearing will be held on Monday, November 25, 1991 at 7:00 PM.

Dennis Karger received a building permit for a garage addition.

A letter will be sent to the PP Community Ambulance asking for their decision on the a Hollatz building.

A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Hoffman to give $2,000 to the Chamber of Commerce from the Liquor Store account.  Passed unanimously.

A motion was made by Hoffman and seconded by Woodworth to adjourn at 8:35 PM.
