DECEMBER 9, 1991

Regular Council Meeting

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM by the Mayor with Hoffman and Broadwater arriving at 7:10.  Public present were Bob Huckle, Tom Myers-Independent and Larry lahman.

A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Klein to approve the November minutes.  Passed unanimously.

The Jaycee’s have disbanded their organization and sent a letter stating such.  Iverson Insuance sent a letter stating that they would cover the American Legion with liability insurance for a beer license for the Fall Festival.  A motion was made by Woodowrth and seconded by Klein to approve the Legion beer license on the condition they would hire the band, have insurance coverage, do the cleanup, etc.  Passed unanimously.

Following discussion on the costs of constructing the elevator water main which were a total of $4,248.51, a motion was made by Klein and seconded by Hoffman to split the cost with the Elevator which would amount to $2,124,25 for both the city and the elevator to pay.  Passed unanimously.

Doug Whiting discussed the extra hours scheduling of the police department.  The council agreed that the scheduling should continue as is into 1992.  Doug also informed the council that a $1,700 grant has been approved for the DARE program and he will look into enrolling into the class.

A bill was submitted by Gene Payne Construction for the construction of the Adley Park bathrooms.  It was noted that the cost was higher than the original bid and the waork has not been completed.  The decision was made not to pay the bill at this time.  A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Broadwater to pay the November bills as originally presented.

Productive Alternatives is having an open house get together on 12-18 for the public.

Liquor iventory will be done on January 1 as in other years.

Jean Johns has an agreement with Curt Anderson to purchase his house and must pay back taxes to prevent tax forfeiture.

Skating rink manager will be hired at a special meeting December 16, 1991 at 7:30 PM.

Woodowrht received a letter from the state that the city pay equity figures place us in compliance according to the law.

Broadwater reported for the PPCA stating they will accept the Hollatz building from the city and will repair same.  Improvement costs without labor would run up to $15,000 including steel siding, windows, doors, etc.  The ambulance also asks for access to the back door plus one foot outside of the building on the east and south side.  Signs will be erected to preven persons from parking in fronth of the door.  A deed will be made up turning the building over to the PPCA.

Larry Lahman discussed the condition of the plow truck.  It was decided that a different one would be looked for immediately.
