JANUARY 13, 1992

Regular Council Meeting

The meeting was called to order at 7:05 PM with all council present plus Gene Payne, Jerry Swartz, Ralph Hemmerlin and Tom Myers-Independent.

A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Hoffman to approve the December minutes.  Passed unanimously.

Gene Payne asked for reconsideration on his invoice for the work done at Lake Adley Park.  Two doors had not been listed on his bid and he asked for payment.  A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Hoffman to pay Payne the extra $516.  Passed unanimously.

The sewer ordinances were discussed which state a contractor’s license must be approved by the council with a bond and insurance being provided before any work can be done.  An annual fee of $25 must be paid by the contractor as well as a $25 fee by the individual to cover the inspection fee following the digging.

Ralph Hemmerlin, representing the Lions, requested a one-day beer permit for the Lions Smoker to be held on 2-15-92.  A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Hoffman to approve the license to sell from 7PM to 12PM upon their providing Dram Shop insurance for the event.  Passed unanimously.

Discussion was held on the possibility of the Sportsmen’s interest in donating some funds to the Parks and Recreation department.  Further discussion will be held at the February meeting.

Gerry Swartz again was present to propose an officer to the city for the purchase of the Diedrich house.  They are asking for $5,500 with the provision the city forgive the water bill and assessment.  A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Klein to again offer $5,000 with the stipulations the water bill and sewer assessment are paid in full, we receive an updated abstract and a clear title for the house.  Voting against: Hoffman and Broadwater.  Vote by Mayor Anderson passed the motion.  A letter will be sent to Swartz Realty.
