FEBRUARY 10, 1992

Regular Council Meeting

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Anderson at 7:00 PM with Broadwater absent plus Tom Myers-Independent, John Barrows, Ron Grefe and John Chattin.

Barrows and Grefe requested permission to purchase a van for the fire department.  Being considered is an ’87 diesel with generator, lights, shelving, bins and supplies at a maximum cost of $14,000.  A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Hoffman to approve this purchase out of the fire equipment fund.  Passed unanimously.

A motion was made by Hoffman and seconded by Klein to approve the January minutes as presented.  Passed unanimously.

Chattin requested the council’s consideration in hiring him for accounting and consulting for the city.  No decision was made.

The Sportsmen’s Club has donated $3,400 to the city to be used toward the parks, lakes and recreation department.  Note of appreciation will be sent.

Discussion was held on the invoice sent to the Elevator for one/half of the cost of the water main constructed, which they felt was too high.  The council felt they were already being lenient by cutting the cost in half and requested the bill be sent as is with a payment deadline of March 15, 1992.

Ads will be placed for the employment of a pool manager and lifeguards.  Kim Schmidt is again interested in teaching lessons.  Bob Huckle will be hired to help prepare the pool for opening.  Estimated for a pool cover will be brought to the March meeting.

A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Hoffman to approve the application by the Sportsmen’s Club for renewal of their premise permit and gambling license.  Passed unanimously.

A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Hoffman to approve the January bills as presented following discussion on purchasing items if possible within the city.

A discussion was held on the idea of having a memorial for Roger Smith.  Further discussion will be held at the March meeting.

The Lions Smoker planned for this weekend has been cancelled and a refund will be given for their paid license fee.

The Hollatz building, which had been deeded to the PP Community Ambulance, will be deeded back to the city since they have made other arrangements.  No decisions were made on the building at this time.

Harry Riedel, representing the Immanuel Church, requested permission to build a 24’ x 36’ picnic shelter at the City Park.  A motion was made by Hoffman and seconded by Woodworth to approve the shelter construction.  Riedel will bring in plans for the location of the shelter.  Passed unanimously.

Lighting for the shelters and the steam engine were discussed.  A motion was made by Hoffman and seconded by Klein to pay for the wiring cost.  Passed unanimously.

A contract from the Watertower Company for the exterior painting of the water tower was presented at a cost of $6,587.  The council tabled any decision until they check things out.

The meeting adjourned at 8:40 PM.
