Special Council Meeting

A special meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM with Woodworth absent.  Also present were Shorty Revering, Darcy Kramer, Tom Myers-Independent, Gary Olson, Larro Hilgren and Arnold Koehn.

Three members from the hospital board were present to discuss their plan to dissolve once they have paid all bills, liabilities and disposed of the property.  They questioned whether the city had any interest in purchasing the building.  Dr. Struther’s has an agreement with the hospital to rent the clinic, which would cause real estate taxes having to be paid by the owner.  Struther’s $440/month lease is up in October, but he has indicated he will most likely sign a 10-year renewal as is allowed.  Fuel and maintenance repairs are also a part of the lease.  An underground storage tank inspection each year of $550 would be needed plus an asbestos inspection of approx. $750 (enclosed are two sheets that further explain the expense of the hospital clinic).  No decision was made.

A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Hoffman to adjourn.
