MARCH 2, 1992

Special Council Meeting

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM by Acting Mayor Klein with Mayor Anderson absent.  Also present were Tom Myers-Independent and Larry Lahman.

A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Hoffman to approve the February minutes as presented.  Passed unanimously.

A motion was made by Hoffman and seconded by Broadwater to approve the Watertower Paint Contract for $6,587 to paint out tower this summer.  Passed unanimously.

Discussion on a memorial for Roger Smith was tabled until next month.

A motion was made by Broadwater and seconded by Woodworth to hire the following judges at $4.25 per hour for the presidential primary: Lynn Edenloff, Erna Klotz, Lucille Hilgren, Hildegard Thompson, Pat Knox, alternate, Dale Lindall and Ethel Lorine.  Passed unanimously.

Persons applying for the pool manager position were Ken Hadley, Jason Hinrichs, Bob Huckle and Kevin Smith.  After a discussion a motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Broadwater to hire Bob Huckle as pool manager for about 20 hors per week at his regular rate of pay.  The manager and the pool committee will hire lifeguards.

The council decided to reject the request by EOT Historical Society for a donation due to all the budget cuts that we are experiencing.

A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Broadwater to approve Larry Welch’s building permit for a house addition and a deck.  Passed unanimously.

A lengthy discussion was held on three parcels of land that are going to be tax forfeited this year: Joanne Kamphake, Creamery and the lot between the Econ-O-Wash and Carol Clark.  Final decisions will be made at the April meeting as to whether the city will purchase any of these properties after Woodworth checks on the well and underground tank situation.

The February bills were approved as presented with a motion made by Woodworth and seconded by Hoffman.  Passed unanimously.

Board of Review will be held on April 30, 1992 at 10:00 AM.  All council is asked to be present.

The Ambulance Joint Powers board has leased the Penrose building for three years.

Discussion was held regarding the need for a storm sewer on the north end of town.  Larry also spoke on the need for a holding tank with a 24 hour settling time.  Larry will request further information from MPCA.

A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Hoffman to purchase a heavy-duty pool cover with a dual roller from Olson Pool Company at an approximate cost of $3,000.  Passed unanimously.

The question was brought up as to what will happen to the Hollatz building now.  The city has an individual interested but the deed is recorded in the ambulance name.  Earlier Anderson had asked the clerk to talk to Delmer Wilke and Wilke said he would contact Tillitt.  Broadwater stated one of the members had remarked it was their building and they would decided if they wanted it or not; one member felt maybe they should think some more about it.  Until then it would have to wait until the next meeting; Bob said he had tried to move them on but he was only one member of the board.  Broadwater said he would check into it.

Discussion on the hospital building purchase was dropped at this time.

Meeting adjourned at 8:30 PM.
