APRIL 13, 1992

Regular Council Meeting

The meeting was called to order by the Mayor with all council present plus Tom Myers-Independent, Patty Calhoun, Doug Whiting and Tom Weiss.

The March minutes were approved as presented.  Passed unanimously.

Whiting explained how the DARE grant money was used for training, wages and items for the 6th grade kids who will graduate from the program on April 27 at 1:30 PM at the school.  Money to continue this program yearly will hopefully come from local donations.

A motion was made by Hoffman and seconded by Broadwater to approve Shyster’s applying for a daily setup license with the State (setup license fee set up later in the meeting).  Klein abstained, Woodworth voted against, motion passed.

Tom Weiss of the Paul Julin Audit Company discussed and explained the 1991 audit the company just finished.  It was his opinion that the city is financially stable.  The audit will be approved at the May meeting.

Shorty Kingston arrived at 7:35 PM to present his bid of $2,905 to build up the elevator road.  After discussion, the council decided to meet next Monday evening with Shorty and Salvog for further input before making any decision.  A motion was made to pay Kingston $154.50 for previous work done on gravel roads.  Passed unanimously.

Discussion was held regarding the tax-forfeited property that is available this year.  Hoffman had received an estimate of $200-250 for Diedrich’s well and $400 for the creamery will to be abandoned.  A motion was made by Broadwater and seconded by Klein to have Hoffman contact the company to abandon the Diedrich well.  Passed unanimously.  A motion was made by Hoffman and seconded by Klein to offer the county a maximum of $200 for the lot between the Econ-O-Wash and Clark’s Antiques.  Passed unanimously.  A motion was made by Broadwater and seconded by Woodworth to offer the county $200 for the Joanne and Judy Kamphake property on Main Street.

A special meeting will be held at 7:30 PM on Monday evening, 4-20-92 to finalize the zoning and shoreland ordinances.

A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Klein to approve the building permit for Bob LaMere.  Passed unanimously.  After discussion, a motion was made by Broadwater and seconded by Woodworth to accept the recommendation of the Planning Committee to deny Myles and Pearl Nelson’s variance permit.  A permit would be issued for the house addition plus steps as long as the porch addition is not constructed as presented.  Passed unanimously.

Discussion was held regarding the fire hall roof, which needs repair.  A bid had been received from Buttweiler’s and Hemmerlin Construction.  A motion was made by Broadwater and seconded by Hoffman to hire Hemmerlin at a cost of $7,500 to put a steel roof on the entire building, vinyl siding on the front, etc.  Passed unanimously.  The funds will be taken from the city building budget.

The March bills were approved as presented with a motion from Woodworth and seconded by Hoffman.  Passed unanimously.

Ken Henning had applied for a contractor’s license to do digging in the city.  This was approved unanimously.

Due to some destructive trespassing at Lake Adley Park, the maintenance will put up a barricade to prevent future problems.  The roof on the bathrooms at the park will also be done by the maintenance as earlier stated and they are to pour a 12’ x 12’ cement pad around the pump at the Adley Park.

An inquiry on purchasing the old truck plow and wing has brought a request of $200 from the council.  Klein will contact the individual.

Bob Huckle is to start hiring the pool staff and set up lessons as soon as possible.

John Swipies has been transferred to Eagle Bend by Green Thumb.

Setup license fee was agreed upon at $65 per year with a motion made by Broadwater and seconded by Woodworth.  Passed unanimously.

Meeting adjourned at 9:45 PM.
