MAY 4, 1992

Planning & Zoning Council Meeting

The hearing was called to order at 7:00 PM by Jane Dorn with all planning and zoning members present with the exception of Larry Bowland.  Also present were the city council members, the hospital board and about twenty-five members of the public.

After a short discussion a motion was made by Smith with a second by Thunee to recommend the approval of the variance permit submitted by Robert LaMere.  Passed unanimously.

Following several questions by the public, an approval phone call from the Overseth’s and an approval letter from the Bremmer’s, a motion was made and seconded to recommend approval of the Hospital property rezoning from Residential to Commercial with the stipulation that following the adoption of the new ordinances, the property be zoned as Industrial.  Passed unanimously.  Hearing closed.

The special meeting was called to order following the closing of the hearing by Mayor Anderson with all council present.

After light discussion, a motion was made by Hoffman and seconded by Woodworth to approve the recommendation of the PZ Committee to allow the variance permit of Robert LaMere.  Passed unanimously.

A motion was made by Broadwater and seconded by Klein to approve the recommendation to rezone the hospital property to commercial rather than medium density residential.  Passed unanimously.

Mayor Anderson gave Woodworth the council’s appreciation for the excellent job he did redoing the ordinances.  Discussion was held regarding the new ordinances before approval.  It was agreed upon to allow the building setback be changed from 30’ to 25’.  Fences are to be a maximum of 4’ high unless open chain link or a variance is approved.  Larry will still assist owners looking for property line markers, but a survey will be required if there are no adequate markings.  A motion was made by Broadwater and seconded by Hoffman to approve the ordinance as amended.  Passed unanimously.  Woodworth will have the final papers drawn up.

A motion was made by Broadwater and seconded by Hoffman to change the hospital property from Commercial zoning to Industrial for the future manufacturing business to be housed there.  Passed unanimously.

A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Woodworth to adjourn.
