JULY 13, 1992

Regular Council Meeting

The meeting was called to order by the Mayor with all council present plus Doug Whiting, Shorty Revering and Mr. and Mrs. Lloyd Sukraw.

The June minutes were approved with a motion by Klein and seconded by Broadwater.  Hoffman and Woodworth arrive following this motion.

Sukraw’s were present to request reconsideration of the dog license fee.  They felt the fee of $10 per year was excessive and the cats should also be licensed.  The council will make no change for this year, but will consider different fees and licensing cats before the end of the year.

A motion was made by Hoffman and seconded by Broadwater to approve a beer license to the Legion for the Fall Festival on the condition they show proof of insurance.  Passed unanimously.

A motion was made by Broadwater and seconded by Hoffman to purchase an answering machine for Bob at the ambulance, but to be used only for ambulance purposes.  Passed unanimously.

Doug presented several quotes for the police department computer.  Doug is considering the Quest quote of $2,705, which includes schooling and support for the system.  The council gave approval since the money has been budgeted.  Doug will have a CEP worker starting on Thursday.  At 7:30 PM Bob Huckle arrived.

Karen would like to consider a different copier for the office.  She will get several quotes and present at a future meeting.

A motion was made by Hoffman and seconded by Woodworth to approve the purchase of new carpeting at the liquor store and the clerk’s office for the cost of $2,400.   Passed unanimously.

A motion was made by Hoffman and seconded by Woodworth to approve the leasing of a rug from Midwestern Rug for the Community Center at the cost presented for one time per month.  Passed unanimously.

A motion was made by Broadwater and seconded by Woodworth to approve the hepatitis B shots required for the firemen at an approximate cost of $2,033.06.  Passed unanimously.

A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Hoffman to approve the June bills as presented plus the extra ones to the Ambulance and Hemmerlin as included on the agenda.  Passed unanimously.

A $1,283.40 quote on fixing the west side of the fire hall was received, but the council decided to consider the project again next year.

A petition was received from the property owners from Park Street East on Douglas Avenue for the tarring of the street.  All but one of the property owners had signed the petition.  Froslee Blacktopping will do the work in September at a total cost of $3,500.  The owners have the option of paying full or having it assessed against their property taxes for a ten-year period.

The Diedrich/Anderson house is officially city property.  Hoffman will contact someone to close the well.  Kamphake and Kingston will be contacted for a bid to demolish, remove and properly dispose of the buildings and an old foundation on this lot, haul in gravel to fill the holes.  These bids will be opened at the July 27 meeting.

The council asked that a letter be sent to the County Commissioners requesting the removal of the old creamery building since it appears to be a safety and health hazard.

The request for bids for the previous Forster lot will be advertised and opened at the August meeting.

A half-hour break was taken during which the council drove around to check on several items.  The meeting resumed at 8:45 PM.

A motion was made by Hoffman and seconded by Woodworth to approve Midwest Telephone Company tarring of an area which includes 8’ into the City Park for parking spaces across from their company.  Several trees will need to be moved.  Midwest will also be responsible for any and all maintenance that should occur in this parking lot for any reason.  Passed unanimously.

A motion was made by Hoffman and seconded by Broadwater to approve the sale of a small wedge of property approx. 800 square feet to Midwest Cable Plow for $1 by the old sewer plant at no cost to the city.  Nyberg will be contacted for an “as built” survey.  Passed unanimously.

Discussion was held on the Pappenfus building permit, which was approved in May.

Meeting adjourned at 9:30 PM.
