Special Council Meeting

The hearing and meeting were called to order by the Mayor at 7:03 PM with the following members present: Anderson, Klein, Hoffman, and Woodworth.  Broadwater arrived at 7:10 PM.  Public present: Shorty Kingston, Shorty Revering, Orwin Curtis, Tom Myers-Independent and Jeff Arnold.

The hearing was for the purpose of closing a platted road, which was never properly vacated when the hospital was built.  There being no objections, a motion was made by Hoffman and seconded by Klein approving the Resolution to close this portion of Clayborn Avenue.  This will be recorded in Fergus immediately.  Passed unanimously.

Bids were opened on the demolishing of the Diedrich/Anderson house.  Shorty Kingston’s bid $3,400 and Kamphake’s bid $2,950.  Broadwater arrived.  A motion was made by Broadwater and seconded by Hoffman to accept Kamphake’s bid on the stipulation he follow bid requirements, remove 1-2 trees, finish the entire job by August 28, 1992 or be charged a penalty of $100 per day until completed.  Passed unanimously.

The County (fore the creamery building) and Jean Johns will receive letter regarding lawn upkeep.

A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Broadwater to adjourn at 7:20 PM.
