AUGUST 10, 1992

Regular Council Meeting

The meeting was called to order by the Mayor at 7:00 PM with all council present plus Tom Myers-Independent, Shorty Kingston, Mike Wilde, Larry Bowland, Hilding Geithman, and Doug Whiting.

A motion was made by Broadwater and seconded by Klein to approve the minutes as presented.  Passed unanimously.

Whiting presented a sample dog and cat ordinance for the council to consider.  No decision was made.

Peter Dahl will be leaving the police department here and moving to his job at Battle Lake.  Doug will look for another part-time employee with Bill Lake filling in until that time.

After some discussion, a motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Hoffman to approve the McIntire/Wilde variance permit on the condition he installs a complying septic system.  Passed unanimously.  Lahman stated that all on-site sewer systems must be updated within two years, which would open the consideration of whether they should update or city sewer should be run through these areas.

Broadwater presented the building permits for the Elevator for a storage/office building and a 50'’high blending tower.  The ordinances do not allow for buildings taller than 25’ in height in shoreland and residential zones but a motion was made by Hoffman and seconded by Broadwater approved the two building permits for the Elevator.  Passed unanimously.

Following discussion with Hilding Geithman regarding the placement of the First Lutheran Church bell tower 3’ from State R.O.W. although the ordinances require 50’, Woodworth suggested that procedure be followed with a variance application.  A motion was made by Broadwater and seconded by Hoffman to approve the bell tower permit to the church as presented with no variance required.  Woodworth opposed.  A letter will be sent to the Planning and Zoning Committee stating the council’s decision to bypass the hearing.

Lahman was present to request a new lawn mower be considered in next year’s budget.  He will get quotes before the budget meeting.  Discussion was held regarding a settling pond, the possibility of constructing Water Street which has been platted but never built, the question of having the lots and street surveyed in that area.  Larry will find out what is required for the settling pond.  A motion was made by Hoffman and seconded by Klein to have Larry contact Nyberg and request a survey is done on the Diedrich property and Water Street.  Passed unanimously.  It was also requested that Larry spread chloride where needed and contact Augustin regarding costs for the storm sewer at the north end of town.  Ritter’s sewer bill from Randy’s Plumbing will be paid by the city.

John Chattin has a lot (50’ x 75’) and building (28’ x 52’) for sale to the west of the Community Center.  He is asking $6,500.  The council showed title interest at this time.

The question was asked whether proper disposal had been completed with the Diedrich/Anderson house.  The council will check the receipts to assure it was done properly.

The council signed the 1993-1994 union contract for the maintenance employees.

A motion was made by Hoffman and seconded by Klein to approve the list of election judges as presented at $4.25 per hour.  Passed unanimously.

A motion was made by Broadwater and seconded by Hoffman to accept the one offer received for the Forster/Schlosser lot from Gene Bremmer for $1,505.  Passed unanimously.  An abstract and warranty deed will be issued.

A motion was made by Broadwater and seconded by Klein to pay all bills as presented plus bills from Payne Construction, PP Community Ambulance and PP Hospital for legal work.  Passed unanimously.

A letter will be sent to the county requesting the creamery building be demolished and to Wayne Janiseski to improve his property.

Meeting adjourned.
