Budget Council Meeting

The meeting was called to order by Acting Mayor Klein with Woodworth and Hoffman present, Anderson and Broadwater absent.  Also present were Larry Lahman, Bob Huckle, Doug Whiting, Joanne Moske and John Chattin.

Joanne requested a $100 per month increase and a $.25 per hour increase of wages and requested vacation days for the part-time liquor store help.  Her suggestion was the 1-2 days per week workers receive 2 paid vacation days per year and the 3-5 days per week workers receive 5 paid days.  No decisions were made.

John Chatting requested budget funds for the Chamber of Commerce Tree Releaf program whereby 35 trees would be planted downtown for beautification and energy conservation purposes.  The total cost of the project would be about $33,000 wit the cost to the city of about $7,000 and grant monies available of $16,900 and the rest being covered by in-kind monies.  The city is requested to have a tree ordinance, committee, and forestry program, to observe Arbor Day and to budget $2 per capita toward the forestry program.  A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Hoffman to approve Chattin’s applying for the Releaf grant monies.  Passed unanimously.

Doug Whiting discussed his budget and requested a $.30 per hour increase for the part-time help and $125 per month plus $36 per month insurance increase for his position.  New employees would receive the increase after six months.  No decision were made.  Discussion was had regarding the start of a fund toward the next police car purchase.  No decision was made.  Animal control was also discussed whereby the council again agreed that cats should be included in the animal ordinances.

Bob Huckle presented the pool budget and discussed different option to improve the pool operation next year, including a windbreak on the north side of the pool.

Larry Lahman discussed the dust control problem vs. possibly tarring streets due to the high cost of chloride.  Further discussion will be held at the September meeting.  Larry’s department budgets were discussed with no changes or final decisions being made.

The clerk requested consideration of increasing health insurance benefits by $30 plus $100 per month wage increase.

The next budget meeting will be held on August 31, 1992 at 7:00 PM.

Meeting adjourned at 9:10 PM.
