Budget Council Meeting

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM with Broadwater absent.

Discussion was held on changes being asked for in the present personnel policy.  A motion was made by Hoffman and seconded by Klein to make no changes in the part-time employees which stated they shall receive no sick leave, holiday pay or paid vacation time.  Passed unanimously.  The full time employees also asked for a change of three weeks after seven years as allowed to the union employees but this was also rejected.

Doug Whiting requested $125 per month increase plus $36 per month insurance increase plus $.30 per hour raise for the part-time police officers which was approved with a motion by Hoffman and seconded by Woodworth.  After six months employment, the new employee will receive the $.30 increase.  Passed unanimously.

A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Woodworth to approve a $175 per month increase plus $30 per month insurance increase for the clerk to keep the pay equity in line.  Passed unanimously.

A motion was made by Hoffman and seconded by Woodworth to approve a $175 per month increase for Joanne Moske on the condition she works one night shift per week.  Passed unanimously.  A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Klein to approve a $.50 per hour increase for the part-time help in the liquor store.  Passed unanimously.

A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Woodworth to accept the tax levy to the county of $137,245, which is an increase of 5.9% over last year.  Passed unanimously.
