SEPTEMBER 14, 1992

Regular Council Meeting

The regular meeting was called to order at 7:05 PM by the Mayor with all council, Sherry Lien and Tom Myers-Independent present.

A motion was made by Hoffman and seconded by Woodworth to approve the August minutes.  Passed unanimously.

Broadwater reported on the ambulance meeting in which some interest was shown in the lot located south of the Laundromat, which the city is now trying to purchase.  Broadwater felt the ambulance would cover all expenses if the city would consider turning the lot over to them.  Broadwater also requested $500 from the city budget for ambulance support, which was allowed.  Huckle’s salary will be comparable to Enmark’s if all members of the joint powers board agree.

A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Broadwater to approve the purchase of a steel overhead door for the shop at the cost of $1,135.80.  Passed unanimously.

Sherry Lien discussed her daughter’s glasses, which she reported were damaged at the pool.  The insurance company stated the city was not liable for the damage.  Following further discussion a motion was made by Klein and seconded by Hoffman to approve paying ½ of the $96.96 bill for the new lenses.  Woodworth opposed.  The behavior and discipline of the pool employees and customers was discussed with a general agreement that stronger policy was necessary and would be decided before next year’s opening.  The Pool Committee would also meet with the manager on a regular basis to correct problem areas immediately.

Three bids were received for a new copier for the office.  A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Hoffman approving the purchase of a Xerox from Alex Office Supply.  Passed unanimously.

Discussion was held on the consideration to purchase the George Conn property.  A motion was made by Hoffman and seconded by Broadwater to offer $2,000 for this property.  Anderson will contact them with the city’s offer.  Passed unanimously.

A motion was made by Hoffman and seconded by Woodworth to approve all bills as presented including the $500 to the ambulance and the $136.50 to Tillitt but to exclude the Parkers Electric bill until further details are available.  Passed unanimously.  Following a phone call to Bob Kalpin, a motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Hoffman to approve the bill to Parkers Electric.  Passed unanimously.

Commercial zoning as allowed in the present ordinances requires changes to better serve our city’s needs.  This will be corrected with amendments in the near future.

No word from Tom Augustin regarding the storm sewer construction on the northwest side of town.

Meeting adjourned at 8:10 PM.
