Special Council Meeting

The special meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM with all council present plus Mr. and Mrs. Bernard Briese, David Madson, Mr. and Mrs. Harvey Hemquist, Mr. and Mrs. Mike Wilde, Werner Knapp and Larry Lahman present.

Anderson and Woodworth discussed the different options and basic costs of private systems versus the city sewer system.  All private systems must by updated by 1994 to protect the city water and prevent contamination.  Knapp felt it was an enormous cost to put in city sewer and a lift station and since his system is now in compliance, he would prefer to leave things as they are with only updating of the present systems.  To update, an inspection would be needed to check the current system plus where any wills are located on the property, a licensed contractor would have to dot he work and a licensed inspector would have to check the system before closure.  Klein left at 7:40 PM.  All persons present decided to update their own systems.

A motion was made by Hoffman and seconded by Broadwater to approve the Appendix D – Resolution #11-9-88 B, which would give the city’s support toward a SBA grant for the Daniel’s Food Equipment, Inc. Company.  Passed unanimously.
