OCTOBER 12, 1992

Regular Council Meeting

The regular meeting was called to order by Acting Mayor Klein with Mayor Anderson absent plus Tom Myers-Independent, Larry Lahman and Bob Anderson.

A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Hoffman to approve the minutes of the September meetings as presented.  Passed unanimously.

Lahman discussed a letter received from MPCA regarding an increase in permit fees of about $1,000 annually due to the fact the city discharges backwash directly into Lake Adley until the problem is corrected possible with a holding tank.  Bob Anderson felt there could be ‘Clean Water’ grant money available to help finance the project and hiring a consultant to research the future problems in this area.  A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Hoffman to hire Tom Augustin to further research the storm sewer project in the northwest end of town and the detention pond plan for the backwash.  Passed unanimously.  A motion was made by Hoffman and seconded by Broadwater to request Tom Augustin’s help in locating a consultant with expertise in his field.  Passed unanimously.

Chloriding of gravel streets versus tarring was discussed but was tabled until early next year.

Discussion was held regarding the blinking light, which appears to be a traffic hazard.  A motion was made by Hoffman and seconded by Woodworth to approve the removal of the blinking light.  Passed unanimously.

A motion was made by Broadwater and seconded by Hoffman to approve the dog and cat ordinance as presented.  Passed unanimously.  This will go into effect 3-31-93 at the start of the new licensing year.

Broadwater brought the request for the Lions to apply a 4 x 4 sign to the city hall to advertise their Bingo games.  A motion was made by Hoffman and seconded by Broadwater approving the placement of the sign.  Passed unanimously.

Kelly Mesker had requested thoughts and ideas from the council for community projects for the students.  The council requested that Mesker attend our next meeting to further discuss this.

The joint assessment agreement met with approval, which would allow the county to continue doing the city, assessing at the fee they request.

A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Hoffman to present a bid of $65 per hour for our equipment to the county for snow removal on the state highway.  Passed unanimously.

The September bills were approved as presented by a motion from Woodworth and seconded by Broadwater.  Passed unanimously.  A motion was made by Broadwater and seconded by Hoffman to approve the payment of two extra bills presented by Prairie Auto and PP Community Ambulance.  Passed unanimously.  A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Hoffman to not pay a bill presented by PJ’s for $1,200 in tarring done by Starry Construction since tarring of streets is assessed against the property owners.  Passed unanimously.

The George Conn property has been purchased for $2,000 with closing on Wednesday of this week.  The city will request the fire department consider burning the building on the property.  A site will be looked for to dump the house and a permit will be applied for from the county.  The former Diedrich house will be advertised for sale.

A motion was made by Broadwater and seconded by Hoffman to approve the replacement of all liquor store chairs at a cost of approximately $1,800 with Joanne advertising the sale of the present chairs.  Passed unanimously.  Shelving purchased from the hospital sale will be sold also.

Meeting adjourned.
