NOVEMBER 9, 1992

Regular Council Meeting

The meeting was called to order at 7:05 PM by the Mayor with all council present except Hoffman who arrived at 7:10 PM plus Mary Curtis, Lynn Edenloff, Viola Wark, Tom Myers-Independent, Mrs. Willie, Kelly Mesker and Barbara Hoyhtya.  Mayor Elect of Carlos arrived at 7:15 PM.  Larry Lahman and Bob Huckle arrived at 8:10 PM.

A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Broadwater to approve the October minutes as presented.  Passed unanimously.

Discussion was held regarding the Diedrich/Anderson property, which the city has for sale.  Approximately $8,000 has been expensed on the property at this point.  The mayor will contact Clinton Meissner to see if he has any interest in the property that connects to his lots.  The asking price is $1,000.

Kelly Mesker discussed and requested ideas for a new volunteer project for the high school students.  Ideas discussed were the bloodmobile, toys for tots, nursing home help, home visits and helping hands to senior citizens, working with senior citizen dinner project.

The LSS Senior Citizen agreement was signed for 1993.

Several persons from the Senior Citizens were heard regarding the rundown condition of the community center.  The building committee will look into the situation and hire a carpenter, painter and plumber to improve the looks of the center as needed.

A motion was made by Hoffman and seconded by Woodworth to approve a $1,000 donation to the Chamber of Commerce with funds coming from the liquor store account.  Passed unanimously.

A motion was made by Hoffman and seconded by Broadwater to approve the building permit requested from Mike Wilde.  Passed unanimously.

A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Klein to approve all bills as presented.  Passed unanimously.

Anderson presented a license for encroachment lease between the City and Midwest Cable Plow, Inc which would grant Cable Plow a 99-year lease for encroaching on city land.  A motion was made by Hoffman and seconded by Broadwater to approve the lease for the amount of $1.00.  Passed unanimously.

Discussion was held regarding the Madson property cleanup and the MPCA letter they received.  A motion was made by Broadwater and seconded by Hoffman to allow a road to be built according to specs, which would include embankments of proper uniform grade, etc.  Passed unanimously.

The fire department will burn the shed on the previous Conn property possibly this winter.  The city workers will told to set fire to the brush site soon…

A motion was made by Broadwater and seconded by Klein to approve paying the light bill at Fish and Adley Lake as last year.  Passed unanimously.

The council, Larry and Bob went through the applications that were received for the maintenance job opening.  The decision was to have interviews on Monday November 16 starting at 7:00 PM.  Four persons will be notified to come in at that time.
