DECEMBER 14, 1992

Regular Council Meeting

The meeting was called to order by the Mayor at 7:05 PM with Klein, Hoffman, Doug Whiting, and Tom Myers-Independent present.  Woodworth arrived at 7:10 PM, Broadwater at 7:15 PM, Bob Huckle at 7:25 PM.

A motion was made by Hoffman and seconded by Klein to approve the minutes of November and December 7 following discussion.

Whiting informed the council of the $700 grant he has received for the DARE program and that he will be working to raise more money for teaching supplies, a poster set, and a bus tour and graduation costs for the DARE students.

The dog and cat ordinance was discussed before an amendment was approved to change the wording from inoculation within the last two years to inoculation being current with a motion made by Hoffman and seconded by Woodworth.  Passed unanimously.

Bob Huckle requested permission to research emergency evaluation plans that should be in effect for the city in the event of some type of disaster.  Whiting is now civil defense director and stated that only the minimum plan is now in effect and would help with the direction toward a more full-scale plan.  A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Hoffman to request that Huckle consider repair work at the community center, the emergency evacuation plan and filling in at the clerk’s office to add hours for the city’s portion of his job.  Passed unanimously.

Klein will bring in a uniform book for the union workers.

The skating rink manager position was filled by Pat Looker with a motion made by Hoffman and seconded by Klein on the condition that only Pat or Don would operate it.  Passed unanimously.

A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Hoffman to allow a $500 expenditure to the ambulance service.  Passed unanimously.

A motion was made by Broadwater and seconded by Hoffman to pass a Resolution to pay off the sanitary sewer bonds of 1986 on February 1, 1993.  Passed unanimously.

A motion was made by Broadwater and seconded by Hoffman to approve the replacement of the city hall entry carpet at a cost of $130.  Passed unanimously.

A motion was made by Broadwater and seconded by Klein to approve a new computer for the clerk’s office.  Passed unanimously.

A motion was made by Hoffman and seconded by Woodworth to approve the November bills as presented.  Passed unanimously.

An amendment will be drawn up to change the commercial portion of the zoning ordinances and will be presented at the next meeting.

Bids will be called for on the removal of the Conn house, hauling of the concrete and replacing the property once again to flat land.

A motion was made to adjourn at 8:25 PM.
