FEBRUARY 8, 1993

Regular Council Meeting

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM by the Mayor with all council present plus the following: Joyce Malmgren, Joyce Kuta, John Annis, Lori Turchin, Larry Lahman, Doug Whiting, Tom Myers-Independent, John Kamphake-JJ’s, and Jeff Dinham.

Joyce Malmgren shared the discussion of 7th and 8th graders at a recent youth retreat.  The group was discussing how to party without drinking and they felt Parkers had nothing to offer such as youth-oriented activities or a center for them although four beer and liquor establishments are currently in operation for adults.  After discussion with the council, she was asked to confer with Doug on possible solutions.

A motion was made by Knapp and seconded by Klein to approve the January minutes as presented.  Passed unanimously.

Anderson has been in contact with Bill Stone regarding the Cut Anderson/Jean Johns house.  The possibility exists that if a warranty deed was received from Curt Anderson, the permission of the county commissioners and the school to forgive the taxes currently against the house, the city could become owners of this property.  Ralph Tillitt will be contacted for advisement.

Doug Whiting informed the council on issues of set-up license applications, which have been presented to the council.  The license year is from April 1 – March 31 of each year.  The city is responsible for a background check on the applicants with their approval, no liquor violations by applicant within the last five years are allowed, bottles are not allowed to remain on premises, city may approve what hours and days set up is allowed.  The discussion by the council at this point was brought to a personal opinion vote with Knapp – yes, Hilgren – not on Sunday, Broadwater – only on Sunday, Klein – not on Sunday, Anderson – no.  The idea of a bar curfew for underage persons was also brought up.  It was decided to table the final decision until Doug has done the background checks.

A Resolution was made by Hilgren and seconded by Knapp to approve the premise permit applications by Shyster’s and Prairie Pub to allow them a one-year lease with the Camp Confidence Center to sell pull tabs in their establishments as of March 1, 1993.  Passed unanimously.

Auditor quotes were opened and presented for the 1992 audit.

A motion was made by Knapp and seconded by Broadwater to accept the bid of Dinham, Folkert and Assoc. at $3,175 with the condition the final audit be presented at the April council meeting.  Passed unanimously.

Discussion was held on the setback of Mike Wilde’s house.  The house appears to be set at a slight angle.  Knapp asked that the council consider asking them to turn their yet-to-be built garage at an angle to better line up with his house.  Anderson agreed to talk with Marv Pooler to correct and/or modify the permit the best way possible.  It was also brought up that any property not surveyed should require one to alleviate these problems before a building permit is issued.

Anderson appointed Hilgren to serve on the Weed and Forestry Committee.

Anderson brought up the subject of the Lake Adley Road and the possibility of proposing and agreement with the township regarding the maintenance and/or ownership of the road.  No definite action taken.

The Legion has asked for permission to again operate the Beer Gardens at the fall festival.  The council felt this was agreeable.

A motion was made by Hilgren and seconded by Knapp to approve the January bills as presented.  Passed unanimously.

Larry Lahman discussed the report received from Larson-Peterson regarding the water treatment holding tank that needs to be constructed.  A motion was made by Knapp and seconded by Klein to proceed with the plans through Larson-Peterson.  Passed unanimously.  Larry will contact Augustin and ask that he be at the April meeting with more extensive cost figures.

Larry will get bids for the March meeting for a lawnmower replacement.

A pool employee ad will be placed in the paper for this summer’s employment.  At the March meeting, the present pool prices will also be discussed.

Open discussion was held regarding the consideration of building a new community center.

A motion was made by Broadwater and seconded by Knapp to adjourn at 8:50 PM.
