MARCH 8, 1993

Regular Council Meeting

The meeting was called to order by the Mayor with all council present plus Joyce Kuta, Lori Turchin, John Annis, Doug Whiting and Tom Myers-Independent.

A motion was made by Broadwater and seconded by Hilgren to approve the February 8 minutes as presented.  Passed unanimously.

Doug Whiting shared information received on the background checks of the owners of Prairie Pub and Shyster’s requested set-up license.  Joyce Kuta is asking for Monday through Saturday set-ups.  A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Broadwater to deny the request for set-up license.  Passed with Knapp opposed.

The lawn mower bids were not yet received from Lahman so this will be tabled until the April meeting.

A motion was made by Hilgren and seconded by Klein to approve a Resolution applying for matching grant funds for shoreland administration costs.  Passed unanimously.

Anderson read a letter from DNR, which stated the city shoreland ordinances have been approved and he also stated that Skip Woodworth should receive a special thank you for his time and effort in completing them.

A motion was made by Broadwater and seconded by Hilgren to approve a Resolution to sand seal 8 streets this year by the county.

A motion was made by Hilgren and seconded by Broadwater to set the pool prices back to the 1990 rates.  Passed unanimously.  Hilgren and Knapp will work with Huckle to hire employees for the summer.

A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Broadwater to charge a $25 deposit fee to any one renting a city building.  Passed unanimously.

A motion was made by Knapp and seconded by Klein to approve the February bills as presented plus an invoice for Allis repair to Prairie Implement for $1,101.49.  Passed unanimously.

Board of Review will be held with the county assessor on April 7, 1993 at 10:00 AM.

Dog and cat licenses are due as of March 31, 1993.  Notices will be sent this first year to all city property owners.

Live music and dances in local businesses were discussed.  A motion was made by Knapp and seconded by Klein to approve a $20 per year license plus it would be necessary to have a security guard on duty (approved by the police chief) during the music and or dance.  Passed unanimously.  Information will be received on the legality of dice boxes in local businesses.  Doug will inform businesses that patrons will be out of the establishments by 12:30 PM.

Hilgren reported on a weed meeting he attended at Otter Tail and also on their new community center which cost $230,000.  The city will look into adopting a noxious weed ordinance.  Broadwater will look into the possibility of grants for building a center.

April 26, 1993 at 1:30 PM is the graduation date for the DARE program with Skip Humphrey as speaker.

Decision was made to allow $20 per out of town meeting for a council member with funds budgeted for council expense.

Broadwater made mention of the fact that Leaf Mountain has shown interest in having ambulance coverage.

A thank you card has been received from the hospital board of directors.

Discussion was held regarding Augustin’s proposal for a backwash tank construction.  A copy of the tank’s specs will be located and given to Anderson.

A letter will be sent to the county commissioners regarding the John/Anderson house.  Letters will be sent to Werner Clark, John Annis (Clayborn house), Richard Miller and Duane Schmidt regarding their lack of property upkeep.

Doug Precht is interested in moving the previous Joann Kamphake house out of town.  This house belongs to the city and permission was given to him if he has it moved out by 5-1-93.

A motion was made by Hilgren and seconded by Knapp to adjourn at 8:35 PM.
