APRIL 12, 1993

Regular Council Meeting

The meeting was called to order by the Mayor with all council present plus Erwin Kalpin, Larro Hilgren, Lloyd Sukraw, Gilmore Jahnke, Tom Myers-Independent, Ralph Syverson, Roy Kraemer and Jeff Dinham.

A motion was made by Knapp and seconded by Klein to approve the March minutes as presented.  Passed unanimously.

A motion was made by Broadwater and seconded by Hilgren to hire the following pool employees and to purchase the wind screen at the price presented: Charlene Bowman, Lisa Christopherson, Jodi Ferley, Jason Hinrichs, Heidi Knox, Toni Schauland and Lisa Smith.  Passed unanimously.

Discussion was held on the Board of Review changes.  A motion was made by Knapp and seconded by Klein to lower the value of Ron Sibert’s lot to a total of $7,600 from $8,800.  Passed unanimously.  A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Broadwater to lower the value of the Joanne Huwe house from $17,000 to $13,500.  Passed unanimously.

A motion was made by Knapp and seconded by Hilgren to approve the Lions premise permit for the Bingo games until February 28, 1994.  Passed unanimously.

Petitions were presented for both the pro and con of burning the former Ost house.  After a fairly lengthy discussion, a motion was made by Hilgren and seconded by Klein to have the house moved or torn down, hauled out and not to be burned.  Opposed by Broadwater and Knapp.  Anderson’s vote to oppose the motion ruled and the house will be burned.  Date now set, weather permitting, will be Saturday May 8, 1993.

Building permits presented and approved were as follows:


A motion was made by Broadwater and seconded by Knapp to approve Merl Pexsa – Garage Addition.


A motion was made by Hilgren and seconded by Klein to approve Lloyd Sukraw – Garage Addition.


A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Hilgren to a approve Steve Hiebel – Single Car Garage.


A motion was made by Broadwater and seconded by Hilgren to approve Roy Kraemer for a garage on the stipulation Larry and the building committee checks the placement.

All permits passed unanimously.

Jeff Dinham, city auditor, discussed the audit report for 1992.  There was some concern regarding the lack of pledged collateral covering the bank funds.  This will be worked out.  The city’s three-year temporary improvement bonds are only to be renewed one time, which was not stated at the time of issuance.  Funds on hand at the end of the three year period will be needed to pay off the debt or a different type of loan issued to replace it.  Discussion was also held on whether depreciation is allowed to be in the budget and levy figures.  Dinham presented a two-year proposal for future auditing of $3,700 for 1993 and $3,800 for 1994.  No decision was made at this time.

Consideration of the backwash tank construction was tabled until a later date when more information would be available.

A motion was made by Knapp and seconded by Hilgren to approve the construction of a storm sewer in the northwest area of the city.  Passed unanimously.  Augustin will be contacted.

A motion was made by Knapp and seconded by Klein to approve the March bills as presented.  Passed unanimously.

Otter Tail County has decided not to bid out sandsealing contracts until next year.  The Street Committee and Larry will decide which streets need work and contact private contractors.

Duane Schmidt sent a letter to the city with complaints about the speed limit signs and the poor road conditions by his house.  There are two speed limit signs posted and the road is occasionally bladed although the street is actually owned by the railroad.  A letter will be sent to him.

Broadwater requested $500 in economic development funds to donate towards the business of Sue Huckle for framing, upholstery and crafts.  A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Knapp to approve the $500 donation.  Passed unanimously.

A request for agrilime on the softball field will be handled by Broadwater for an estimated cost of $200.  Larry is requested to have Shyster’s water shutoff replaced.  A shoreland grant applied for has been approved.

Knapp requested the city get a second opinion on the circumstances regarding the termination of an employee.  A motion was made by Broadwater with the lack of a second caused the motion to die.

Council meetings during the months of May, June, July and August will be held on the second Thursday of each month at 7:30 PM due to conflict.  Meetings will return to regular schedule as of September.

Tillitt will be contacted on the city’s liability and asked to mail letters to several persons regarding their lack of property upkeep.  (Calhoun, Miller, Junker, Jensen.)

Meeting was adjourned at 9:25 PM.
