JUNE 10, 1993

Regular Council Meeting

The regular meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM by the Mayor with all council present plus Larry Lahman, Tom Myers-Independent, Judy Hemmerlin, Ron Markham, Ann and Duane Zuehlke, Neil and Gail Beightol, Doug Whiting and Steve Froemming.

A motion was made by Knapp and seconded by Hilgren to approve the May minutes.  Passed unanimously.

Judy Hemmerlin, representing the Chamber of Commerce, requested a donation from the city to replace the present city signs on each end of the city.  They are pricing 8’ x 12’ signs done by Jean Avery of Deer Creek at a total cost of $1,248.  A motion was made by Hilgren and seconded by Klein to approve a $1,000 donation from the park department toward the signs if the Chamber can raise the rest through other sources.  Passed unanimously.

Doug discussed the hiring of a new part-time police officer.  A motion was made by Knapp and seconded by Broadwater to approve Doug’s decision to hire Tom Tarnowski at $6.50 per hour, to be raised to $6.80 after 6 months.  Passed unanimously.

Duane and Ann Zuehlke discussed the city’s idea of a clean up day.  After a lengthy discussion a motion was made by Knapp and seconded by Broadwater to drop the idea of a City clean up day to not conflict with the service now provided.  Passed unanimously.

Anderson reported on his discussion with the city engineer regarding the northwest storm sewer project.  None of the phases previously discussed seem too likely to work.  A motion was made by Broadwater and seconded by Knapp to approve Larry asking the engineer to prepare cost estimates on running the sewer all the way south to the lake from the northwest of the city both down Sunset and approximately two blocks farther west.  Passed unanimously.

Larry discussed the backwash tank, which would cause several trees to be removed for the placement of the tank.  The engineer will have elevations and other information at the July meeting.

Larry also mentioned the water treatment plant roof is leaking and will need work.  He will get estimated on a shingled gable roof and a flat rubber roof cost for the July meeting.

Larry will contact Kamphake regarding sealcoating of 6 blocks this year (366 x 24 x 6).  Patching and overlay (with tacking) and removal of trees and stumps will also be let out on bids when Larry has the lists ready.  These bids will be opened at the July meeting.

A motion was made by Hilgren and seconded by Knapp to approve Neil Beightol’s fence permit as presented.  Passed unanimously.

Broadwater reported on the ambulance joint powers board.  The board felt Bob was not getting his agreed upon 20 hours per week form the city and was not accomplishing his entire work schedule due to interference.  This will be worked out.

Discussion was held regarding property for a new community center.  The former hotel lot (50’ x 142”) is available at a cost of $5,000.  No decision was made at this time.  Steve Froemming from Morton Buildings was present and requested the council check some of their buildings for ideas.

A motion was made by Hilgren and seconded by Knapp to approve Harvey Jahnke’s variance application on the condition the existing shed be totally removed and that the north property line is known and approved by Lahman before any construction is started.  Passed unanimously.

A motion was made by Knapp and seconded by Klein to approve the contractor license applied for by David Bjerketvedt and Pete Kamphake.  Passed unanimously.

A motion was made by Knapp and seconded by Hilgren to approve the safety manual as required by law and to have the clerk act as the safety coordinator.  Passed unanimously.

A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Knapp to approve the Resolution for a record retention schedule as required by state mandate to destroy old records.  Passed unanimously.

A motion was made by Hilgren and seconded by Klein to approve the may bills as presented plus a $6,400 bill from Prairie Implement for the new mower and a bill from S & S Construction for $1,968 for raid work, the removal of the previous Conn house and cleaning up the previous Joann Kamphake property.

Iverson Insurance will be contacted regarding the liquor store happy hour and the liability insurance.

A motion was made by Hilgren and seconded by Klein to approve Roy Kraemer’s garage permit.  Passed unanimously.  A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Hilgren to approve Carmen Hemquist’s storage shed permit.  Passed unanimously.

The previous Diedrich lot and the lot south of the Econ-o-wash will be advertised for sale.  Ella Duncan will be notified that she may purchase the previous Joann Kamphake lot for $350.

Meeting adjourned at 9:30 PM.
