JULY 8, 1993

Regular Council Meeting

The regular meeting was called to order at 7:30 PM by the Mayor with all council present plus Tom Myers-Independent, Tom Johnson, James Cooper, Orwin Curtis, Larry Lahman and John Kamphake-JJ’s.

The June minutes were approved with a motion made by Broadwater and seconded by Klein.  Passed unanimously.

Tom Johnson, local banker, requested a city Resolution to show economic development support toward the future D.R. Rubner Welding Firm.  A motion was made by Broadwater and seconded by Hilgren to approve this Resolution.  Passed unanimously.

Bids were opened for the overlaying of the streets this summer.

Discussion was held regarding tacking of the streets before overlay.  The bid had not stated this so rebidding will be done on July 29, 1993 (at a later date, it was noted that Froslee had included tacking although it was not in the Quality bid).

Bids were opened for the removal of diseased trees.

After discussion regarding the bidding notes, a motion was made by Hilgren and seconded by Knapp to give the bid to Carr’s Tree Service.  Passed unanimously.

Lots 4, 7, 8 and 9 Block 6 of the Original Town site were up for bids.  The only bid received for the four lots was $210 from Steve Hilgren.  A motion was made by Knapp and seconded by Broadwater to sell him all the lots with the stipulation a house be built within one year or the property reverts to the city.  Passed unanimously with Hilgren abstaining.

A motion was made by Hilgren and seconded by Klein to approve holding the Conn lot for Pooler of Showcase Homes until year end in the event he can sell a house to put on the lot.  The city will hold the title to the house until the house is built.  Passed unanimously.

Larry Lahman did not have his estimates on the wastewater roof repair work, had not heard from Nyberg regarding the surveying, did not have any sandsealing bids, and had not received an estimate on the northwest storm sewer project yet.

A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Knapp to approve the continuation of the project and the letting of bids for the construction of the underground backwash tank.  Passed unanimously.

Robert Overseth did not drop off their plans for landscaping so this matter was tabled.

TD Kretschmar’s variance application was next on the agenda.  Following some discussion a motion was made by Knapp to approve Kretschmar’s permit on the condition Newberg’s would be approved also.  (Newberg had earlier asked for a permit to place a storage shed on skids closer than allowable to the alley line with the sewer line running under the building and was denied).

Motion died for lack of a second.  A motion was then made by Broadwater and seconded by Knapp to deny the permit and to recommend the shed be moved three feet to the east and one and one-half feet to the south.  Motion passed with Hilgren opposed.  It was also decided to place an ad in the newspaper to remind the public that permits are required prior to construction.

A motion was made by Knapp and seconded by Broadwater to approve the American Legion’s application for a beer license for the fall festival.  Passed unanimously.

A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Hilgren to approve the repair of the wiring at Lake Adley Park.  Passed unanimously.

A motion was made by Hilgren and seconded by Knapp to approve the June bills as presented plus a bill from S & S Construction and the PP Ambulance bill for June.  Passed unanimously.

The council decided that bids should be let for the city blading hourly rate and the gravel cost per yard.  These will be opened on July 29.

A motion was made by Broadwater and seconded by Hilgren to approve the deck permit of Aage Carlsen.  Passed unanimously.

Broadwater discussed the ambulance department with no notable changes.

Mary Curtis asked about the northwest storm sewer plans and to ask if a letter could be sent regarding old cars with cats and rabbits on property.  Letters will be sent to several other owners asking for compliance with the ordinances.  Ralph Tillitt will be asked to contact several individuals by mailing regarding noncompliance.

A motion was made by Hilgren and seconded by Knapp to adjourn.
