JULY 29, 1993

Special Council Meeting

A special meeting was called to order at 4:00 PM by the Mayor with Klein and Knapp present plus Tom Augustin, John Potratz, Larry Lahman, Shorty Kingston, a Moorhead Construction representative and Tom Myers-Independent.  Hilgren arrived at 4:30 PM.

The only bid received for the backwash tank was from Moorhead Construction in the amount of $52,327.  This bid was about $20,000 higher than the estimate cost by Larson-Peterson.  Tom Augustin will contact them for further details regarding their bid before the next council meeting.

Discussion was held regarding costs of the northwest storm sewer project.  Don Carlson has stated he would consider selling 40 acres of land.  The detention pond would need to be deep enough to allow for very little pumping but not deeper than the ground water.  This idea seemed more cost efficient than running the sewer south to Lake Adley at an estimated cost of $500,000-$900,000.  Tom will have more information for us at the next meeting.

Two bids were received for the water treatment roof repair.  Prairie Lumber presented a bid of $1,860.27 with no labor cost included.  Buttweiler’s bid for the entire project was $2,490.  A motion was made by Knapp and seconded by Hilgren to approve the Buttweiler bid.  Passed unanimously.

A motion was made by Knapp and seconded by Klein to approve year by year contracts for blading and graveling of streets (with the exception of streets shared by the city and the township which are automatically done by S & S Construction).  S & S will finish this year with Kamphake following next year.  Passed unanimously.

A sewer extension is needed 140’ west and 300’ north from the Trailer Court.  The total cost of the project would be assessed against the properties involved.  Steve Hilgren is also asking for water and sewer extensions to his property.  Larry and Tom will work on these projects.

The road to be run on the west side of the Baptist Church was mentioned and will be discussed at the next meeting.

Sandsealing was brought up although no bids had been received.  Knapp will contact someone in Alexandria for a bid for the next meeting.
