AUGUST 12, 1993

Regular Council Meeting

The meeting was called to order by the Mayor at 7:30 PM with all council present plus Doug Whiting, Tom Myers-Independent and Shorty Kingston.

Broadwater discussed the problem with illegal U-turns on main street and speeding on the two avenues running parallel with Hwy 29.  Doug will handle the problem.

The minutes from the July meetings were approved unanimously.

Discussion was held regarding the sewer extension to Feda’s property and Steve Hilgren’s.  A motion was made by Knapp and seconded by Broadwater to allow Larry Lahman to complete the projects as needed.

A letter received from Larson-Peterson recommended rejecting the bid from Moorhead Construction for the backwash tank due to the costly bid.  This could probably be rebid later this fall or early spring along with the storm sewer project.  A motion was made by Hilgren and seconded by Klein to reject the Moorhead Construction bid per Augustin’s recommendation.  Passed unanimously.

A motion was made by Knapp and seconded by Broadwater to request Hilgren contact persons necessary to have a road built on the west end of the Baptist Church property from Oak St to Hwy 235.  Passed unanimously.

A motion was made by Knapp and seconded by Hilgren to approve Mike Rooney’s building permit on the stipulation he remain 30’ from all city roads.  A motion was made by Broadwater and seconded by Klein to approve Duane Schmidt’s building permit.  A motion was made by Broadwater and seconded by Knapp to approve Steve Hilgren’s house and fence permit on the condition the fence is no higher than the 4’ regulation if built.  A motion was made by Knapp and seconded by Broadwater to allow Rick Lindgren his permit for a roof over his deck.  All motions were passed unanimously.

Kingston questioned the fact no black dirt had been placed on the Conn property after the removal of the house.  The city will supply the dirt and Kingston will put it on.

A motion was made by Hilgren and seconded by Knapp to pay the bills as presented plus an $80 bill from Kingston and two bills from Larson-Peterson for backwash plans and storm sewer engineering fees.  Passed unanimously.

Anderson discussed a possible 50-50 grant through DNR for the fire department to purchase a well from the creamery building to upgrade and use, as a backup will for the city.  Anderson will check with the county and costs pertaining to this project.  The council is interested in attending a county commissioner’s meeting to discuss the creamery building and the Anderson house.

All department heads will meet with their committees to work on budget figures for next year.  A special meeting will be set up once the figures are in.

Discussion was again had on the idea of building a community center.  A motion was made by Knapp and seconded by Hilgren to contract to buy the old hotel lot for $5,000 on the condition a community center would be constructed.  Passed unanimously.  Hilgren will contact persons able to present some ideas and costs for the project.

The street committee recommended David Taylor be contacted regarding the condition of the sidewalk in front of their building and also that the sidewalk and driveway to the liquor store be fixed and the light pole moved for better entrance.

A motion was made by Knapp and seconded by Hilgren to adjourn at 9:05 PM.
