Special Council Meeting

The budget meeting was called to order at 6:30 PM with all council present plus Doug Whiting, Tom Myers-Independent and Phil Smith.

Phil Smith discussed a $1 per capita levy that is available to the school for a possible police contract with the city.  This money would be available to the city to hire extra part-time help allowing them more of Doug’s accessibility during the day for school purposes.  A motion was made by Hilgren and seconded by Knapp to examine a copy of the contract before any decision is made.  Passed unanimously.

Discussion was had regarding the liquor store operations.  Knapp asked to have it on the record that he is opposed to an increase of liquor store wages and would like to see some changes made.  A meeting will be held on September 17 at 8:30 AM with Joanne to air some of these differences (this meeting will be changed to the 24 of September due to some conflicts).  After further discussion which brought up the fact that the manager receives 22 vacation days (twelve of which were a part of a negotiation deal about four years ago), a motion was made by Broadwater and seconded by Knapp to change the personnel policy as of January 1 1994 to allow the maximum of 3 weeks vacation after 7 years of service for all full time employees.  Passed unanimously.

A motion was made by Broadwater and seconded by Knapp to accept the amount of $83,162 as the tax levy figure collectible in 1994.  Passed unanimously.
