Special Council Meeting

A special meeting was called to order at 8:30 PM by Acting Mayor Klein with the Mayor absent plus the remaining council and Joanne Moske present.

The meeting was called to discuss the liquor store operations.  The discussion was regarding the night shift work and the salary increases for 1994.  The council discussed the profit of the store, the comparison of salaries to other establishments, the idea of the manager working a different nightshift each week etc.  A motion was made by Hilgren and seconded by Knapp to allow Joanne to set the schedule for her one night per week on the condition she work at least one Saturday night per month.  Passed unanimously.  Salary increase for the manager for 1994 will be 4.1% with the part-time help receiving a $.25 per hour increase.

The council discussed the police contract with the school, which had been brought to the council at an earlier meeting.  A motion was made by Broadwater and seconded by Hilgren to reject the idea of a contract with the school.  Passed unanimously.
