NOVEMBER 8, 1993

Regular Council Meeting

The meeting was called to order by the Mayor at 7:00 PM with Hilgren and Broadwater arriving at 7:35 PM.  Also present were David and Barbara Hornig and Tom Myers-Independent.

The October minutes were approved with a motion made by Knapp and seconded by Klein.  Passed unanimously.

David Hornig discussed his interest in a city lot between the PAI and Prairie Village Apartments.  His plans are to apply for a government load for a multiple (possible 20-24-unit) family dwelling structure if the city would approve the project.  A motion was made by Knapp and seconded by Klein to allow a 12-month option to buy agreement, with a possible 6-month extension at a cost of $5,000 to the Perham Hall Ltd. Partnership on the condition the land be used only for the purpose for which it was presented with no resale intended.  Passed unanimously.

A motion was made by Broadwater and seconded by Klein to build the road west of the Baptist Church as earlier planned for an extra outlet and as a safety precaution.  Passed unanimously.  Broadwater was appointed to see this is completed with Kamphake providing the labor.

An anonymous letter regarding the water and sewer rate increase was read with no action being taken.

A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Broadwater to hire Paul Julin and Company for one year at a cost of $3,400.  Passed unanimously.

A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Knapp to hire Larry Bowland, Jr. as rink manager at a salary of $6.00 per hour for an average of 35 hours per week.  Passed unanimously.

A motion was made by Broadwater and seconded by Klein to approve the contractor’s license applied for by Tennyson Builders of St. Cloud.  Passed unanimously.

The October bills as presented plus a $1,040 patching streets bill from Froslee Blacktop were approved with a motion made by Broadwater and seconded by Klein.  Passed unanimously.

December 6, 1993 at 7:00 PM is the property tax hearing date.

A motion was made by Knapp and seconded by Broadwater to approve Tom Myers’ fence permit.  A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Knapp to approve the garage permit for John Bowland.  Passed unanimously.

Other discussion was held regarding the Madson property cleanup, fixing of the loader by Hank Quitmeyer with several council members to check for a replacement, the water shutoff of Shyster’s to be completed by November 22 or the city will hire a contractor to do the work.

A motion was made by Broadwater and seconded by Knapp to adjourn.
