Special Council Meeting

The meeting was called to order at 5:00 PM by the Mayor with all council present.

Discussion was held regarding the continuous problems occurring with the city’s payloader.  The street committee was undecided as to whether to allow its use or to park it until another one could be found.  It was agreed upon to allow the decision to be made by the street committee members with any difference being settled by the mayor will all money decisions to be made by the council as a whole.  At 5:15 John Potratz and Larry Lahman arrived.  They agreed that they felt unsafe driving the loader as it presently works.  Knapp asked that it be put in the record that he wants the loader parked and not driven at all.  Hilgren had made several calls regarding other loaders in the area.  Anderson contacted one of these individuals who will bring a loader on Monday for the council and maintenance to inspect with a freight bill of $250 due if we do not purchase the loader.

The west Baptist Church road will be surveyed on Thursday of this week.  The cemetery board will be contacted regarding a possible change of the east road entrance.

The Mayor again requested of the maintenance men that they stagger their work hours to better serve the public.  This was agreed upon.

Other discussion was held regarding the open hours of the liquor store with no decision being made, the possibility of moving a street light in the Steve Hilgren area with Lahman stating he would contact OTP for the changeover.

Meeting was adjourned at 6:05 PM.
