JANUARY 9, 1995

Special Council Meeting

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM with all council members present.  Also present was Doug Whiting, Tom Myers.

First on the agenda was the swearing in of the new council members, Larry Lahman and Carl Henning.

A motion was made by Hilgren and seconded by Lahman to approve the minutes as presented.  Passed unanimously.

Whiting was present to discuss his needs for a new city prosecutor due to changes is Sorkness office.  He will continue contacting different firms for the fees involved.

“Treescapes” committee will be Lahman and Henning.

A motion was made by Hilgren and seconded by Knapp to appoint the First National Bank of Parkers Prairie, First Bank of Alex and the First American Bank of Alex as bank depositories.  Passed unanimously.

A motion was made by Knapp and seconded by Henning to approve the Independent as official newspaper.  Passed unanimously.

A motion was made by Hilgren and seconded by Lahman to approve the cigarette license as presented.  Passed unanimously.

A motion was made by Knapp and seconded by Lahman to approve the on and off sale beer license and games and jukebox licenses as presented.  Passed unanimously.

Hilgren and Knapp agreed to open the brush site on Saturday from 10:00-2:00 for the disposal of Christmas trees.

Terms for three Planning and Zoning committee members have expired.  They will be contacted for continuing service.

December bills were discussed.  Extra bills from Kingston of $2,120.00, Payne Construction of $140.00 were presented.  Jim Arvidson’s bill will be paid but question arose regarding product compliance.  This will be looked into.  A motion was made by Hilgren and seconded by Knapp to approve the bills as presented.  Passed unanimously.

Mention was made that a $4,391 refund was received from LMC.

Discussion was held regarding garbage collection and the question as to whether the City would be interested in putting a license charge on the hauler.  Lervick will be contacted as to his opinion on the subject.

Committee Reports: Hilgren mentioned the need to discover where our main water leakage problems are.  Potratz is getting proposals from several companies for location of the problems.  Anderson mentioned the ambulance joint powers and stated he had told the ambulance he felt their books should be audited by our auditor rather than self-audited.  No applications have yet been received for the new city position.

Knapp brought up the subject of building a new community center and city hall offices on the lot west of the lumberyard.  The lot (50’ x 147’) is for sale at $5,000.  He would like the city to buy the property and get a cost estimate from Klimeks.  A motion was made by Knapp and seconded by Lahman to purchase the lot.  Voting in favor were Lahman and Knapp; opposed – Hilgren; Abstained – Henning.

A motion was made by Hilgren and seconded by Knapp to adjourn.
