FEBRUARY 13, 1995

Special Council Meeting

A public hearing was held at 7:00 PM on February 13, 1995 to decide on the fence variance application by Neil and Gail Beightol.  Present were all the council,  Neil and Gail Beightol, Tom Myers-Independent, Duane and Ann Zuehlke, Clayton Lewis, and John Beardmore and Associates.

Their request was for permission to place their north fence on the property line rather than the four feet setback according to the ordinances.  Clayton Lewis felt he had abided according to all ordinances and they should be required to do the same.  A memo from Martha Boehland and Terry Laney, mother and daughter of the north property, was read asking for denial because they would be unable to paint, maintain their garage or keep the grass and weeds under control since the fence would be six inches from the garage.  A motion was made by Lahman and seconded by Hilgren to deny Beightol’s variance permit.  Voting in favor was Lahman and Hilgren; opposed – none; abstained – Knapp.

The regular meeting was called to order at 7:10 PM.  The January minutes were approved with a motion by Hilgren and seconded by Lahman.  Passed unanimously.

John Beardmore of Northern Waste Systems and several associates were present to again discuss a possible merger with Prairie Dray and the consideration of a license limit from the city.  Several members questioned them as to their intentions due to dumpsters already being placed around town.  They commented they had not intended any misunderstanding.  The council asked that they consider working on the merger with the present dray service and return to the council when that was settled and at that time the council would decide whether they would consider the license limitation.  This was satisfactory with all involved.

Discussion was held regarding bids received from two water leak detection companies: Leak Location Consultants-$2,475 and TKDA-$1,530.  The water committee will discuss the options with John Potratz before they make the final decision.

The storm sewer problem at Marion’s will be put on hold until 1996-97 when the county and the state will consider helping with the funding.

A motion was made by Hilgren and seconded by Lahman to approve Larson-Peterson letting out bids for the backwash tank/gate valve insertion.  Discussion was also held regarding placing a liner in the sanitary sewer between Dorns and the Elementary school.  Lahman will discuss this with Augustin.

Henning mentioned an idea of setting an agenda for long term goals to better prepare for funding needed for these projects.

A motion was made by Hilgren and seconded by Lahman to approve the Edla Peterson Estate application for city sewer hookup.  Passed unanimously.

A motion was made by Lahman and seconded by Henning to approve the January bills as submitted.  Passed unanimously.

Governor Carlson is proposing to cut LGA $32 million for the state with the city possible being cut $7,000 yet in 1995.  Liquor store operations comparisons sheet for 1993 shows that Parkers is profiting well with other cities in the area.  The Community Center committee meeting was discussed.  Plans are to set up building uses, location, and estimated cost and then to hold a public meeting for input.  The ambulance department is planning an ambulance replacement, which would require an assessment from the city toward the purchase.

Meeting adjourned at 8:30 PM.
