MARCH 13, 1995

Regular Council Meeting

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM with the following present: Anderson, Hilgren, Lahman, Henning, Knapp, John Kamphake-JJ’s, Tom Myers-Independent, Tom Weiss, Doug Whiting, Ron Grefe, Leonard Paulson, Warner Clark Sr., Roger Paulson and Delmer Wilke.

A motion was made by Hilgren and seconded by Knapp to approve the February minutes as presented.  Passed unanimously.

Tom Weiss reported on the 1994 Audit Report.  Final copies will be sent with approval at the April meeting.

Whiting was present to request the council consider a motion requiring pawnbrokers/pawnshops to be licensed within the city.  The City Attorney and the Administrator will develop and present an ordinance for the city to consider adopting.  A motion was made by Hilgren and seconded by Lahman to approve the requirement of all pawnbrokers/pawnshops to obtain a license from the City prior to opening a business.  Passed unanimously.

The Union has requested negotiations be opened for the 1996 contract year, they will be notified.  The city is requesting all negotiations be completed by 7-10-95 to allow the budgets to be approved by the tax levy deadline.

A motion was made and seconded by approve the February bills as presented.  Passed unanimously.

A letter was received from the High School commending the work Whiting has accomplished for them.

The abstract for the Carlson purchase is still at the attorney’s office.  No final papers yet drawn up.  Carlson will pay $250 toward his giving the city the wrong abstract to be updated.  Several persons have shown interest in the property the city will bid out at a later date.

Delmer Wilke spoke representing Eastern Township.  They are requesting the fire department cover all of their sections rather than the present split with the City of Eagle Bend due to the 911 complication.  A motion was made by Knapp and seconded by Hilgren to approve the addition of the Eastern sections into the fire contract service agreement.  Passed unanimously.  The contract will be refigured with an agreement between Grefe and the Township.

Board of Review will be held on April 12, 1995 at 1:30 PM.  A special meeting will be held on 3-20-95 to discuss the NW storm sewer project.  A special meeting will be held on 3-27-95 with Skip Carpenter regarding TIF.

The Liquor committee discussed several changes the employees will try over the following weeks to increase sales and population.  Happy hour has been changed to 5:00-6:00 and 8:00-9:00 Tuesday nights.  Store opening hour is 9:30 AM at present.

Ann Koep will be sent a thank you card to compliment her on the fine work she did at the skating rink.

Lahman had contacted Henning and Augustin regarding liners for sewer pipes with no recommendation due to problems.  A motion was made by Knapp and seconded by Henning to replace the sanitary sewer line in front of Joe Dorns moving it up to 8-9 feet instead of the present 14-16 feet.  Passed unanimously.

Augustin will be here on Wednesday to open bids for the backwash tank.  Anderson had plans for a community center building available.  Discussion was regarding the ambulance replacement.
