APRIL 14, 1995

Special Council Meeting

A special meeting was called to order at 4:45 PM with all council present plus Tom Myers-Independent.

Mark Steidl has presented a permit for their new office building.  A motion was made by Hilgren and seconded by Henning to approve the permit.  Passed unanimously.

Four engineering proposals were presented for discussion with a motion by Henning and seconded by Knapp to accept the company of Widseth, Smith and Nolting from Alexandria.  Passed unanimously.

A motion was made by Knapp and seconded by Hilgren to advertise for bids on a new fire pumper.  Bids will be opened at 4:30 PM on May 1, 1995.  Passes unanimously.

A Resolution was passed, a motion was made by Hilgren and seconded by Henning, stating the Mayor and Acting Mayor will be allowed to borrow money from the bank for necessary purchases and allowing the city to bond, if deemed necessary, until repayment can be made.  Passed unanimously.

Discussion was held regarding the purchase of property by the city.  Rick Arvidson will sell his property to the city for $7,000 on the condition Matheson will build on the property.  If he does not build, the property reverts back to Arvidson with no city money involved.  Matheson will give us a letter of intent stating such.  Arvidson will give us an abstract plus a clean bill of health due to the tank removal.  A motion was made by Hilgren and seconded by Lahman to approve the purchase of Arvidson’s property.  Passed unanimously.

Carol Clark’s property was the next discussion.  Henning and Anderson will check on the underground tank liability.  A motion was made by Lahman seconded by Henning to offer Clark $10,000 plus the removal of debris of her commercial lot with no tank responsibility to the city and deed the street ROW next to Clark’s north property to her.

A motion was made by Hilgren and seconded by Henning to adjourn.
