Special Council Meeting

A special meeting was called at 5:00 PM with all council present plus Larry Van Hout and Tim Moe from Widseth, Smith and Nolting, Rick Arvidson and Dave Matheson.

The council will send a letter to Larry (Bud) Bowland stating our responsibility for all costs to clean up his property as agreed.

The council has agreed to offer Rick Arvidson $7,000 plus the demolition in exchange for an abstract, a clean bill of health regarding the removal of the tanks.  The city will ask Lervick to issue a warranty deed from Arvidson to the city and then from the city to Dave Matheson (as discussed with Gary Syverson, Atty.).  Arvidson agreed.  Matheson stated his intent to rebuild his café if feasibly possible if the city will accept his lot in exchange for Arvidson’s lot with no conditions or money involved.  Decision by Henning and seconded by Hilgren to exchange lot for lot with Matheson.  Passed unanimously.

WSN reps, Van Hout and Moe, discussed their study on the water tower damage following the explosion.  It appears to be in fairly good condition although the general feeling was no large amount of money should be spent on improving the tower.  WSN will issue a report as soon as possible to the city.

Carol Clark has made an offer to sell her property for $20,000 plus the city would be responsible for the tanks and the demolition costs.  An individual vote was called with Hilgren-No, Henning-No, and Lahman-No.  A motion was made by Hilgren and seconded by Lahman to request Lervick start condemnation proceedings and send a registered letter to Clark reminding her the demolition costs and the removal of the tanks are her responsibility.  Passed unanimously.

A motion was made by Hilgren and seconded by Henning to approve the county’s plan to hold a private sale to adjacent property owners for the Otter Tail County tax forfeited property.  Passed unanimously.

Hilgren, Knapp and Anderson will approve fire trucks and equipment to be purchased.  Cheri Dodds will be asked to attend the May meeting if she has interest in moving a building in Parkers.  Someone to do lawnmowing was discussed with no final decision.  Ness and Waller are requesting time with the council due to the added work possible after the explosion.  The council felt that if Julin Company were interested in leaving their bid as is, we would be better off.  A decision will be made at the next regular meeting.

A motion was made by Henning and seconded by Hilgren to adjourn at 5:55 PM.
