APRIL 25, 1995

Special Council Meeting

The meeting was called to order at 8:33 AM with all council present plus Tom Myers-Independent and Tim Iverson.

The council agreed to issue a letter to Bud Bowland stating the pillar and other decorative pieces of cement from the old state bank building (more recently known as Bunkhouse Leathers) would be incorporated into the cornerstone of the new community center when it is constructed.  These items would be displayed for everyone’s interest and enjoyment with a plaque stating Bowland donated them.  If they were not used, they would be returned to Bowland’s ownership.

A motion was made by Hilgren and seconded by Henning to approve the purchase of Wilbert Kalpin’s lot.  The city will pay for all but $1,000 of the demolition and run a water line to his residential house at no cost.  Passed unanimously.

Tim Iverson was present to give some preliminary figures on insurance proceeds the city will receive for losses.  City hall repair is still up for discussion with Lahman in charge of contacting persons for cost estimate on removal of top floor.

A motion was made by Knapp and seconded by Hilgren to allow the purchase of a fire department pickup at a cost of $28,000 and a new tanker at a cost of $56,000.  Passed unanimously.  Knapp requested that the fire department, without council approval, be allowed to purchase any equipment necessary with the insurance funds they receive for fire trucks and equipment but have council approval for any other purchases.  This was acceptable.

Discussion was held regarding the Clark property.  A motion was made by Knapp and seconded by Hilgren to build a fire and ambulance hall using the property from Wilbert Kalpin’s to Clark’s property.  If her property were purchased at a later date, other plans would be considered.  Passed unanimously.

A motion was made by Lahman and seconded by Knapp to approve a Resolution starting condemnation proceedings against Carol Clark.  Passed unanimously.

Applicant Melanie Keck was not hired at the liquor store.  Lahman is taking over the ambulance committee and will inform them an estimated rent to the ambulance would be $350-$400 per month in the new building.  The administrator/manager position will be discussed at the May meeting.
