MAY 1, 1995

Special Council Meeting

The meeting was called to order at 4:30 PM with all the council present plus Tom Myers-Independent, Keith Bunker of Central States Fire Apparatus, Dennis Hultstrand, Steve Froemming and several members of the fire department.

The one bid received for the fire pumper was opened.  Central States Fire Apparatus presented a bid of $141,900.  A motion was made by Henning and seconded by Knapp to accept the bid and purchase the 1995 pumper as bid.  Passed unanimously.  It was agreed that a down payment of $50,000 would be made one week from today with the balance due on delivery (about June 1) with the money being borrowed from the general fund.  This was agreed.

Anderson mentioned that the State is currently looking at legislation of $1.4 million that could fund some of the projects needed to be done if this bill is passed.

Anderson presented preliminary figures from the insurance company with a check coming for the building plus equipment.  A motion was made by Knapp and seconded by Lahman to allow the fire department to borrow the building insurance money for the fire equipment.  Passed unanimously.

A motion was made by Hilgren and seconded by Knapp to approve a Resolution accepting the fire pumper loan from General Fire Apparatus for 90 days.  Passed unanimously.

A motion was made by Henning and seconded by Knapp to start proceeding to vacate the alley by the fire hall for construction of the new fire hall.  Passed unanimously.

A motion was made to start proceedings to zone Rod Peterson’s property as industrial.  Passed unanimously.

Hultstrand and Froemming were present with a plan of the new building.  Changes were discussed plus the idea of leasing the building if Morton’s were to build it.  A motion was made by Henning and seconded by Lahman to allow Hultstrand to continue with the project changes and to recommend Froemming look into the lease program for the city.  Passed unanimously.

Meeting adjourned at 6:00 PM.
