MAY 8, 1995

Regular Council Meeting

The meeting was called to order by the Mayor with all council present plus Tom Myers-Independent, Doug Whiting, Dave Matheson, John Kamphake-JJ’s, Dennis Hultstrand, Richard Drewelow.

A motion was made by Hilgren and seconded by Lahman to approve the April and May 1 minutes as presented.  Passed unanimously.

Potratz was not present regarding the repair or replacement of the jetter so he will contact the sewer department when he receives more information.

A motion was made by Lahman and seconded by Hilgren to approve the pawnbroker’s ordinance.  Passed unanimously.

A motion was made by Hilgren and seconded by Knapp to approve sending a registered letter to Don Carlson setting a deadline of June first for him to complete his paperwork on the property transaction or terminate the transaction.  Passed unanimously.

A motion was made by Henning and seconded by Knapp to approve hiring an administrator/manager.  Passed unanimously.  This will be worked on at the May 22 meeting.

A motion was made by Knapp and seconded by Lahman to approve the following pool employees:

Kyle Barrows, Jon Baso, Joshua Hinrichs, Reid Huckle, Dawn Rubner, Kari Smith, Steven Struthers at $5.00/hour as lifeguards.  Jodi Ferley and Toni Shauland at $5.75/hour as lifeguards, supervisors and to replace Huckle when he is unavailable.  Dedra Zwieg at $10.00/hour as lesson instructor.

Henning requested the pool committee hold a meeting with Huckle and the employees to discuss regulations and preventive plans for the season.  Passed unanimously.

Richard Drewelow was present to ask what the plans are for the previous George Conn property.  He has interest in building a duplex but no firm decision at this time.  The property will have to be rezoned to medium residential when his decision is made.  A motion was made by Henning and seconded by Lahman to sell the Conn property for $500 and on the condition a house is built within one year, a $499 refund will be issued.  Hilgren opposed.

Discussion was held on the Lake Adley road approach problems.  A motion was made by Hilgren and seconded by Henning to have no city involvement with the correction since the township, not the city, benefits from the business.  Passed unanimously.

Discussion was held regarding the utility billing program.  It was agreed estimating the bills three-quarters would save postage and labor and do a “catch-up” once a year.  A motion was made by Henning and seconded by Lahman to approve changing the utility system to an estimated system with all bills to be sent to the property owner.  Passed unanimously.

A motion was made by Hilgren and seconded by Henning to pay all bills as presented.  A motion was made by Lahman and seconded by Knapp to pay all of Kamphake’s demolition bills as agreed with John.  Passed unanimously.  Another bill will follow for the site opening and closing.

The assessor found it necessary to lower Larro Hilgren’s property valuation by $500 due to incorrect square footage and Madson’s Store valuation by $2,600 due to incorrect footage and age of structure.

Union meeting is scheduled for May 22 at 7:00 PM.  The Administrator/manager position will be discussed as well as a meeting with Ness and Waller regarding the 1995 audit proposal the same evening.

Discussion was held regarding the liquor store and whether they should have the flexibility to possible give-aways, etc.

Lahman discussed the skepticism of several of the joint powers board relating to their involvement in the new city building.  Following further discussion, a motion was made by Henning and seconded by Hilgren to offer to the joint powers board a portion of the city building at a cost of $400/month with all utilities included except telephone, negotiable after 5 years, non-transferable to any other organization or company with the city committed to them for the lifetime of the joint powers board.  Passed unanimously.  A letter will be sent to President Delmer Wilke in this regard.

Dennis Hultstrand was present to discuss the plans for the new building.  A motion was made by Knapp and seconded by Hilgren to accept the plans as presented.  Passed unanimously.

A motion was made by Knapp and seconded by Lahman to change the regular council meeting to the third Monday of each month.  Passed unanimously.  A request by Knapp to change the June, July and August meeting to the second Thursday of the month was agreed upon.

Meeting adjourned at 9:15 PM.
