Special Council Meeting

A special meeting was called to order at 5:00 PM with all council except Knapp present plus Tom Myers-Independent.

Anderson reported on the present information available regarding the $1 million grant asked of the legislature due to the explosion.  More information will be known by Wednesday 5-25-95 at 7:00 PM.  The council has decided to go ahead with preliminary plans for the new building with no final decisions being made until we are sure of the funding.  Once the funding is secure, the bidding process may be started.

Light discussion was had regarding the new position to be filled, the WCIF program and the repair or replacement of the city hall.  It was agreed that the safety aspect would have to be considered foremost before any plans were made to repair or remove all or a part of the building.  This seems to be a slow process.

A meeting will be set up for June 5, 1995 to consider wage negotiations with the Union representative.  The new position job description will be worked on and Ness and Waller will be met with.  (Meeting changed due to scheduling problem with the union).
