JULY 13, 1995

Public Hearing Council Meeting

Present were all the council members except Henning.  Also present were Dick Drewelow, Jim Voge, Ella Duncan, Robert Pappenfus, Ralph Hemmerlin, George Palmer, Doug Whiting, Steve Inwards, Lawrence Briese, John Kamphake-JJ’s and David Campbell.

The public hearing was called to order at 7:00 PM.  The hearing was for approval of a variance permit by Lawrence Briese for the building of a garage three feet from his property line.  A motion was made by Hilgren and seconded by Lahman to approve the variance as requested.  Passed unanimously.

The second variance permit application for Dick Drewelow to include a used building in his new structure and to change the area of single family zoning to medium density residential were approved with a motion by Knapp and seconded by Hilgren.  Passed unanimously.

A motion was made by Hilgren and seconded by Lahman to close the hearing.

Regular meeting was opened at 7:04 PM.

A motion was made by Knapp and seconded by Lahman to approve the minutes.  Passed unanimously.

Pappenfus and Hemmerlin were present to discuss their plans and the possibility of the city setting up a TIF district to include them.  The council felt a 10-year amortization would be acceptable.  A motion was made by Knapp and seconded by Hilgren to allow Pappenfus contact Skip Carpenter to discuss their plan with no cost to the city if it does not work out.  Passed unanimously.

Steve Inwards was present to give the copies to the council allowing the road work to be done by the Baptist Church.

A motion was made by Knapp and seconded by Hilgren to approve the double wide, double deep garage application of George Palmer.  Passed unanimously.  The council agreed to share with Palmer the cost of hiring a surveyor to locate the property lines.  A motion was made by Knapp and seconded by Lahman to approve the deck permit for Erna Klotz and the house addition permit for Roy Kramer.  Passed unanimously.

Doug was present to discuss the three-year COPS program.  The State would pay 75%-50%-25% toward the salary of new police help with the city required to use new money.  The city felt this was not feasible.

A motion was made by Knapp and seconded by Hilgren to pay all bills as presented plus the late bills as listed on the agenda.  Passed unanimously.

No work will be authorized on the elevator road until further council decision.  No committee changes will be made at this time.

A wage and budget meeting will be held with all employees on July 27, 1995 at 7:00 PM.  Mention was made of considering the administrator/manager position for budget purposes.  Knapp requested the city consider group health coverage.  He will bring in the name and address of the company to contact.

The decision to hire Lorraine Gluba was table until the next meeting.

A motion was made by Lahman and seconded by Knapp to approve the two tank precast system at a savings of $4,800 to the city.  Passed unanimously.

A motion was made and seconded by Lahman and Knapp to transfer the money from the disaster fund to the fire department equipment checking account.

Ness, Waller will be contacted to be present at the next meeting.

David Campbell discussed his work trying to receive grant money.  He felt the city will still be short about $300,000.  A meeting is scheduled with Rural Economic and Community Development on Monday at 1:30 PM.  A meeting will be held Monday evening with Widseth, Smith and Nolting at 7:00 PM.  Anderson and Campbell will meet with REA on 7-25-95 at 9:30 AM.  Complaints have been received about the creamery building.  A letter was sent this week asking that they maintain the property.

A motion was made by Hilgren and seconded by Lahman to approve the purchase of a new tape recorder.  Passed unanimously.

Meeting adjourned at 9:15 PM.
