JULY 27, 1995

Special Council Meeting

A special meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM.  Present were the following: Anderson, Hilgren, Lahman, Henning, Knapp, Campbell, Dave Matheson, John Potratz, Ron Grefe, Doug Whiting, John Kamphake-JJ’s, Steve Froemming, Dennis Hultstrand, Tom Myers, and Rodney Peterson.

A motion was made by Hilgren and seconded by Henning to approve a building permit for Dave Matheson.  Passed unanimously.

A motion was made by Hilgren and seconded by Lahman to approve letting bids on the street patching and overlaying (of 1 ½ inches), entire tacking and the request of separate bids on each item.  Passed unanimously.

A motion was made by Hilgren and seconded by Knapp to approve the police department budget with an increase of $200/month for Doug, $.50/hour for the two part-time, $250/year uniform allowance for Rich Berg and to pass the Resolution allowing the part-time police to switch from the PERA coordinated plan to the police PERA plan.

A motion was made by Knapp and seconded by Henning to raise the fire department budget $1,100 as requested by Grefe and to approve.  The street budget was approved by motions from Knapp and Hilgren.  Knapp requested Lahman look into the cost of enclosing the pool to make for a longer season.  A motion was made by Lahman and seconded by Henning to approve the pool budget.  A motion was made by Henning and seconded by Hilgren to approve the park budget.  A motion was made by Lahman and seconded by Knapp to approve the tree budget.  Potratz mentioned he is having several trees moved from the water plant area to the park.  The fireman’s relief and the economic development funds were approved with a motion from Hilgren and seconded by Lahman.  A motion was made by Henning and seconded by Knapp to approve the ambulance fund.  Meeting was closed at 7:45 PM for 15 minutes during which a closed session was held.  At 8:00 PM the special meeting was again opened.

Rodney Peterson explained the noise factor at his warehouse, which should change next year with a different system.  He requested that the council remind any new development that his business was established first and they would have to accept it if they built in that area.

David Campbell discussed a meeting held with two REA representatives while looking for available funds but they appeared to be reluctant to commit.  A meeting had also been held at the telephone office with the mention of possible community fund raising for the monies still needed or the idea of sizing back the 97’ x 78’ community center now being considered.  Anderson will contact the bank regarding a possible loan to complete the funds needed at this time.  Campbell will contact Gary Pender at RECD for further information.

Steve Froemming discussed the plans regarding the new buildings, timetable, dollar amount, etc.  A motion was made by Henning and seconded by Hilgren to approve the cost of $8,870 to Morton’s to do the plans and specs.  They request 60% down and 40% at finish.  Passed unanimously.  Campbell will work with Froemming and discuss all departments involved their final decisions on the drawings.

Discussion was held on debris buried on city property following the supposed removal with the feeling being that the contractor is responsible for the complete removal of all debris.  The steel sewer line to be placed under the fire hall was discussed with the consensus it should be done now even though it would be at city cost.  The cost will have to be determined in the event bids will be required.  Dakota Petroleum has been contacted to inspect the tanks on Clark’s property prior to 8-16-95.  The next budget meeting will be held on August 1 at 7:00 PM.
