Special Council Meeting

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 AM with all council present plus Tom Myers-Independent and David Campbell.

Discussion was held on the Carol Clark commercial property on which the city has started condemnation proceedings.  As a result of yesterday’s county hearing, a motion was made by Henning and seconded by Hilgren to approve the purchase of Clark’s land at a cost of $10,000, the city will remove the tanks with no responsibility for contamination, pay the demolition costs, drop the assessments and vacate Florence Street between Hwy 29 and the 16’ alley next to the railroad property and deed it to Clark.  Passes unanimously.

The community center committee has recommended to the council the center not be built at this time.  They will continue to meet and plan to generate funds and ideas toward a future center possible by 1998.  A motion was made by Knapp and seconded by Lahman to proceed with plans to build a city hall, fire hall and water tower but to eliminate the plans for the center due to the financial burden it would place on the property owners at this time.  Passed unanimously.  Knapp recommended possible starting an Eagles Club in Parkers to generate funds for the center.  A motion was made by Henning and seconded by Knapp to approve Campbell contacting DTED regarding the lease agreement, and if agreed upon, to contact Springsted to begin the process.  Opposed by Hilgren who felt a meeting should be held with the public before the decision.  It was agreed an informative meeting would be held within the next two weeks to explain the decision.

Meeting adjourned at 7:40 PM.
