AUGUST 24, 1995

Special Council Meeting

A special meeting was called to order at 7:05 PM with all council present plus Ernie Salvog and David Campbell.

The first discussion was regarding the elevator “road”.  The road is on railroad property and is not a city road.  Maintenance of the road has been an ongoing problem for years.  Following a lengthy discussion, the city recommended a compromise with the Elevator whereby the cost of fixing it up would be split with the elevator and the city would be responsible for the continued maintenance.

Mention was made of a claim being filed by St. Williams due to the explosion.

The street bids were opened and read as follows: Central Lakes-$12,633.85; Quality by Cooper-$12,455.00; Hendershot-$14,640.00 (following the meeting it was discovered the last bid was not as stated).  It was decided to request the bidders meet with the committee for further discussion next week.

Discussion on the Clark property led to the decision that a check would not be given until Lervick had been contacted regarding her abstract as to clear title and title search, etc.  Possibility of a city lawyer change was discussed.

The council made the decision to continue with their plans of hiring an administrator/manager reducing the present administrator’s job to City Clerk with the salary remaining the same for 1996.  A motion was made by Lahman and seconded by Knapp to hire David Campbell as administrator/manager on a step process of $24,000 for 1996 with a $2,000 increase for each of the following three years to $30,000.  Hilgren opposed.  A job description will be written for both administrator/manager and clerk.

Deliberation was then held on the general budget for next year.  Following a lengthy discussion, a motion was made by Knapp and seconded by Lahman to increase the tax levy by $39,940 or 48%.  Hilgren opposed.  A motion was made by Hilgren and seconded by Knapp to approve the water and sewer budgets ($69,364 and $66,381 respectfully).  Passed unanimously.  A motion was made by Henning and seconded by Hilgren to approve the liquor store budget of $211,543 with no increases in salary.  Passed unanimously.

Meeting adjourned at 10:05 PM.
