NOVEMBER 2, 1995

Public Hearing and Special Council Meeting

Present were Lahman, Henning, Anderson, Knapp, Bob and Sue Huckle, Phil and Marion Holte, Connie Tarasek, Steve Hilgren, Mike Bergevin and Clint Meissner.

The public hearing was to make a decision on Huckle’s variance to move a used building for a commercial purpose on a property presently listed as residential under the shoreland ordinances.  Opinions were as follows:

Steve Hilgren-Opposed to rezoning; felt he was trying to make the area one of nice residential homes and that business did not belong there; keep residential.

Mike Bergevin-Opposed to the rezoning; felt it would hurt the value of homes in the area.

Marion and Phil Holte-Opposed to rezoning; felt value of their home would drop after all their improvements; traffic and the poor road would also be disadvantages.

Clint Meissner-Keep residential.

Connie Tarasek-For the variance; felt the business is needed for the community (although it already is a business); other businesses in area (they have been grandfathered in).

Sue and Bob Huckle-Need property, will make an eye catching building, fix siding, reshingle, new windows, good access to traffic, visibility from South, other businesses in area.

Knapp-Approved of the variance; most variances have been approved previously; felt the council should examine the specs before the building permit is approved.

Lahman-Approved of the variance; other businesses in area.

Henning-Approved of the variance since we have no other lots available.

Although Hilgren was not present, he had left a note stating his vote was to leave the property residential and not rezone.

A motion was made by Knapp and seconded by Lahman to approve rezoning the property to commercial.  Passed unanimously.  A motion was made by Knapp and seconded by Lahman to approve Huckle’s plan to move a used building on the property on the condition he present the specs and all plans to the council before he would be issued a building permit.  Passed unanimously.  Huckle will be liable for all utility costs and assessments plus sharing the cost of the water main put in for Bergevin.

Anderson requested permission to purchase a fire pumper for $10,000 or $10,500.  A motion was made by Henning and seconded by Knapp to approve the purchase.  Passed unanimously.

Discussion was held regarding the repair of the city hall.  Insurance will cover an estimated $10,748 of the damage.  The building committee will purchase windows and doors, hire a contractor to replace them and fix the store entryways and have the water rerouted so the heat can be turned off upstairs.

Knapp requested that the fire department make arrangements to pay back the $50,000 they borrowed from the general fund to purchase some of their equipment.  Once the money is paid back, the council will make the decision if some of that money should be given back to the fire department.
