NOVEMBER 20, 1995

Public Hearing and Regular Council Meeting

The hearing was called to order at 7:00 PM with all council present plus the following: Campbell, Gail Beightol, Dave Dittberner, Tom Rupert, Tom Myers-Independent, Jennifer Poore, John Kamphake-JJ’s and Bob Huckle.

The first variance application was a request by Jennifer Poore for a six-foot high fence to enclose her back yard and to continue a fence presently in place.  Gail Beightol felt the ordinance did not allow the height and placement of the fence asked for.  The Mayor stated that was the idea of a variance to allow for special circumstances.  A motion was made by Hilgren and seconded by Knapp to approve the fence variance for Jennifer Poore.  Passed unanimously.

The second variance application was a request by Karen Meyers for a six-foot high fence to be placed on the property live running north and south since the property is quite narrow.  A motion was made by Knapp and seconded by Henning to approve the fence variance.  Passed unanimously.  A motion was made by Henning and seconded by Hilgren to adjourn the hearing.  Passed unanimously.

The regular meeting was opened.

A motion was made by Lahman and seconded by Knapp to accept the minutes as presented.  Passed unanimously.

David Dittberner requested a beer license for Shyster’s in his name.  Tom Rupert will run the business during the week.  A motion was made by Knapp and seconded by Lahman to approve the beer license.  Passed unanimously.  Although the ordinance does not allow the on-sale of beer after 8:00 PM on Sunday evenings, a motion was made by Henning and seconded by Knapp to allow Shyster’s to sell beer until 12:30 AM with all customers out by 1:00 AM on New Years Eve.  Passed unanimously.  The Ponderosa will be notified they will have the same options for New Years Eve.

A motion was made by Knapp and seconded by Henning to approve the Bob Huckle building permit for a basement and two additions on the former Legion building which will be moved to a lot.  Hilgren opposed.

The job description for the city administrator/manager and City Clerk were discussed with a motion made by Hilgren and seconded by Lahman to approve as presented.  Passed unanimously.

Discussion on wage increases for the employees for 1996 led to a motion made by Hilgren to consider an increase of $.35 to the part-time store employees.  This motion died for lack of a second.  A motion was made by Henning and seconded by Knapp to approve a $.50 increase for the part-time help.  Passed unanimously.  A motion was made by Hilgren and seconded by Knapp to approve a $25 per month increase for the manager.  Passed unanimously.  A change will be made in the personnel policy to correct a discrepancy.  It states the full-time employees receive nine paid holidays but in a later sentence, it states certain holidays are not observed if they are on a weekend.  A motion was made by Lahman and seconded by Henning to approve a paid holiday off for the allowable nine days as stated.  Passed unanimously.

Discussion regarding a sewer inspector was place on hold until after the first of the year when more information should be known as to what would be allowed for sewer inspectors.  The maintenance will be notified that they would probably have to attend school for this at a later date.

A motion was made by Knapp and seconded by Hilgren to approve all bills as presented plus the late ones listed on the agenda.  Passed unanimously.

Anderson and Hilgren will attend the Elevator meeting on November 21.  December 4 at 7:00 PM will be the public tax hearing.  December 6 at 2:00 PM will be a special meeting for the opening of bids for the fire hall.

A motion was made by Henning and seconded by Hilgren to adjourn at 8:50 PM.
