Emergency Council Meeting

The meeting was called to order at 4:50 PM with the Mayor and Council present plus David Campbell, Reed Becker and Tom Myers-Independent.

Campbell explained the questions that have been brought up by the contractors bidding on the city building due to incomplete and incorrect specs received from Morton’s.  The options at this point are to continue as is knowing problems will arise at a later date, contact Morton’s for improved specs or admit a change has to be made and hire a new architect to correct the problems.  The cost of hiring WSN would be approximately $15,000 to $20,000.  The current bid process would be stopped and rebid in mid February with a bid opening in March allowing for less winter bidding costs and an early spring project.  A motion was made by Henning and seconded by Hilgren that at this time we not pay Morton’s any more money, that we contact our attorney for interpretation and our responsibility toward the agreement with Morton’s and to meet with a Morton representative before we make any more contributions to them.  Passed unanimously.  A motion was then made by Lahman and seconded by Henning to have Widseth, Smith and Nolting take over the project of the city building specs.  Passed unanimously.  Reed Becker will stop the current bidding process.
