1) REGULAR MEETING

2) MARCH 17, 1997

3) The meeting was opened at 7:00 PM with the following present: Gary Anderson, Larry Lahman, Carl Henning, Mark Roach, George Knox, Tom Myers—Independent.

a) Motion by Lahman to approve February 18th and March 3rd meeting minutes.  Second by Roach.

b) Discussion: None

c) Vote in favor: Henning, Roach, Knox, Lahman.

d) Dissent: None.

e) Campbell presented Robertson Well’s estimate of $8175 to connect #4 well to the water treatment plant.  Action was tabled until other water related estimates and bids are in.

4) Campbell presented a chart of colors available for the new water tower.  Decision for the color was tabled till the next regular meeting.

5) Campbell presented copies of minutes from the new Joint Powers Board as they related to wages for the Ambulance Administrator.  The City’s position at that time was to hire the person on a part time contract basis.  Knox expressed concerns about billing for holidays and unemployment.  Henning had talked to Huckle about overtime and punching a timeclock.   Lahman feels the City is contracting for service and should pay a flat rate.  Henning wants the rate to be negotiable if and when the Joint Powers hires a new Ambulance Administrator.  Anderson stated that the City Maintenance employees are not concerned about Huckle’s wages relative to their own.  Lahman will work with the Joint Powers Board for a flat contract per hour number.  Issue tabled till next meeting.

6) Campbell told the Council that there was no new information from WSN or anybody else concerning the in-floor heating problems.  The Council directed Campbell to draft a letter expressing the Councils dissatisfaction to the WSN partners to be signed by the Mayor.  Campbell is to set up a meeting with WSN for the last day of March, or as soon as practical, with City Attorney John Lervick present

7) Motion by Henning to advertise for an Architect to do plans to remodel the Liquor Store restrooms.  Second by Roach.  

a) Discussion: Campbell presented the Council with a draft floorplan for renovation of the Liquor Store.  The first phase would move and make the restrooms accessible.  Knox noted that past renovations were based on the notion that improvements would bring more business and that in fact had not happened.

b) Vote in favor: Henning, Knox, Lahman, Roach.

c) Dissent: None.

8) Motion by Knox to require Lien Waivers from building sub-contractors before making final payment to Lee’s Construction.  Second by Roach.  

a) Discussion:  Campbell told the Council that he had complaints from two sub’s saying they had not been paid in full even though their work was complete and satisfactory.  The subs apparently did not have an understanding with Lee’s Construction concerning retainage.  Lien Waivers will require Lee to pay off the sub’s before he can get his final payment and if the money is out of Lee’s pocket, maybe he will be more excited about finishing the project.

b) Vote in favor: Henning, Roach, Knox, Lahman.

c) Dissent: None.

9) Motion by Knox to pay February bills plus K&M Fire Pump Specialists, $84.67.  Second by Roach.

a) Discussion: None.

b) Vote in favor: Henning, Knox, Roach, Lahman.

10) Henning requested Campbell look into the ownership and liability responsibilities of the boat ramp at Lake Adley Park.  Henning also would like some sort of contract between the City and the Sportsmans Club regarding the old Training Center.

11) Board of Review meeting April 2nd, 1997.  Need a quorum of the Council.

12) Motion by Knox to adjourn.  Second by Roach.
